Ie necessity of keepin~ records over a lon~period of tine, it
would be our cOIltcntio:'l that there is no need for ene office within
the De,'art.:.lt:mt to have special rules and regulations that do not
apply elsewhere wi thin the. Departl;lcnt. There arc numerous other
exalllples, such as ·.•ith the Food and Drug AUmini~tration and the
Na:tional Inntitutes of Health where differing rules or interpreta­
tions <lpply. In fact, in the broad area of grant and contract
administration, we currently have a three-tier s yu t.etu ·....hich layers
OJ1-C set of regulations upon anoche r - e. g., DBE",..
