DUTIES OF _THE SPEAKER

"1, The Speaker shall take the Chair
on every legislative day preecisely. at
the hour to which the House' shall

. have adjourned at the last sitting and

immediately. call the .Members fto
order. The Speaker, having examined

~ the Journal of the proceedings of the

last day’s sitting and approved the
same, shall announce to the House his
approval of the Journal, and the

-Speaker’s approval of the Journal

shall be deemed to be agreed to sub-

“ject to a vote on Aagreeing to the

Speaker's approval on the demand of
any Member, which vote, if decided in
the affirmative, shall not be subject to
a motion. to reconsider. It shall be in

order to offeér one motion that the

Journal be read only if the Speaker’s
approval of the Journal is not agreed
to, and such motion shall be deter-
mined without debate and shall not be
subject to 8 motion to reconsider.

2. He shall preserve order.and deco-
rum, and, in case of disturbances or
disorderly conduct in the galleries, or
in the lobby, may cause the same to be
cleared. '

3. He shall have general -control,
except as provided by rule or law, of
the Hall of the House, and of the cor-
ridors and passages and the disposal of
the unappropriated rooms in the part
of the Capitol assigned to the use of,
the House, until further order.

4. He shall sign all acts, addresses,

. joint resolutions, writs, warrants, and
.subpenas of, or issued by order of, the
"House .and decide all questigns of

order, subject To an appeal by any
Member, on which appeal no Member

-shall speak more than once, unless by
".. permission of the House,

5, (a) He shall rise to put a question,

" but may state it sitting; and shall puf

questions in this form, to wit: “As

‘many as:are in favor (as the guestion

may be), say ‘Aye’.”; and after the af-

- firmative voice is expressed, “As many

" as are opposed, say ‘N¢’.”; if he doubts,
“or a division is called for, the House
‘shall divide; those in the affirmative

of the question shall first rise from
their seats, and then those in the neg-
ative; if he still doubts, or a count is

“required by at least one-fifth of a

quorum, he shall name one or more
from each side of the question to tell
the Members in the affirmative and

negative; which being reported he
shall rise and state the decision. How-

" ever, if any Member requests a record-

ed vote and that request is supported
by at least one-fifth of a quorum, such
vote shall be taken by . electronic
device, unless the Speaker in his dis-
cretion orders clerks to teil the names
of those voting on each side of the
question, and such names shall be re-
corded by electronic device or by
clerks, as the case may be, and shall be
entered in the Journal together with
the names of those not voting. Mem-
bers shall have not less than fifteen
minutes to be counted from the order-
ing of the recorded vote or the order-
ing of clerks to tell the vote.

(bX¥1) On any legislative day when-
ever a recorded vote or the yeas and
nays are ordered on the guestion of
passing bills or resolutions or agreeing
to conference reports, or when a vote
is objected to under clause 4 of Rule
XV on the question of passing bills or
resolutions or agreeing to confererice
reports, the Speaker may, in his dis-
cretion, postpone further proceedings
on each such guestion to a designated
time or place in the legislative sched-

. ule on that legislative day or within

two legislative days.

(2) At the time designated by the
Speaker for further consideration of
proceedings postponed under subpara-
graph (1}, the Speaker shall put each
question on which further proceedings
were postponed, in the order in which
that question was considered.

(3) At any time after the vote has
been taken on .the first question on
which the Speaker has postponed fur-
ther proceedings under this para-
graph, the Speaker may, in his discre-
tion, reduce to not less than five min-
utes the period of time within which a
rolleall’ vote by electronic device on
the question may be taken without
any intervening business on any or all
of the additional questions on which
the Speaker has postpboned further
proceedings under this paragraph.

(4) If the House adjourns before all
of the guestions on which further pro-
ceedings were postponed under this
paragraph have been put and deter-
mined, then, on the next following leg-
islative day the unfinished business
shall be the disposition of all such
dquestions, previously undisposed of, in
the order in which the questions were
considered.

6 He shall not be required to vote in

ordinary legislative proceedings, ex-

cept where his vote would be decisive,
or where the House is engaged in
voting by ballot; and in cases of a tie
vote the question shall be lost.

%. He shall have the right to name
any Member to perform the duties of
the Chair, but such substitution shall
not extend heyond three legislative
days: Provided, however, That in case
of illness he may make such appoint-
ment for a period not exceeding ten
days, with the approval of the House

at the time the same is made; and in

his absence and omission to make such
appointment, the House shall proceed

" to elect a Speaker pro tempore to act .

during his absence.

8. He shall have the authority to
designate any Member, officer or em-
ployeee of the House of Representa-
tives to travel on the business of the
House of Representatives, as deter-
mined by him, within or without the

travel may be paid for from the con-
tingent fund of the House on vouchers

However, expenses may not be paid
from the contingent fund for travel of
a Member after the date of the gener-
al election of Members in which the
Member has not been elected to the
succeeding Conegress, or in the case of
a2 Member who is not a candidate in
such general election, the earlier of
the date of such general election or
the adjournment sine die of the last
regular session of the Congress.

9. (a) He shall devise and implement
a system subject to his directiori and
control for closed circuit viewing of
floor proceedings of the House of Rep-
resentatives in the offices of all Mem-
bers and committees and in such other
places in the Capitol and the House
Office Buildings as he deems appropri-
ate. Such system may include other
telecommunications functions as he
deems appropriate. -

‘audio and visual broadcasting and re-
cording of the proceedings of the
House of Representatives.

ing the disposal of nuclear waste.

() The Committee on Science and
Technology shall have the function of
reviewing and studying, on a continu-

" ing basis, all laws, programs, and Gov-

ernment activities dealing with or in-
volving nonmilitary research and de-
velopment,

(g) The Committee on Small Busi-
ness shall have the function of study-
ing and investigating, on a continuing
basis, the problems of all types of
small business.

(h) The Committee on Interstate
and Foreign Commerce shall have the
function of reviewing and studying on
a continuing basis, all laws, programs
and government activities rela.tmg to
nuclear energy.

Additional Functions of Committees

4, {(aX1)A) The Committee on Ap-
propriations shall, within thirty days

- after the transmittal of the Budget to

the Congress each year, hold hearings
on the Budget as a whole with particu-
lar reference to—

(i) the basic recommendations and
budgetary policies of the President
in the presentation of the Budget;
and

(i) the fiscal, financial, and eco-
nomic assumptions used as bases in
arriving at total estimated expendi-
tures and receipts.

(B) In holding hearings pursuant to
subdivision (A), the committee shall

receive testimony from the Secretary

of the Treasury, the Director of the
Office of Management and Budget,
the Chairman of the Council of Eeco-
nomic Advisers, and such other per-
sons as the committee may desire.

(C) Hearings pursuant to subdivision
(A), or any part thereof, shall be held
in open session, except when the com-

mittee, in open session and with a -

quorum present, determines by rolleall

vote that the testimony to be taken at

that hearing on that day may be relat-
ed to a matter of national security:
Provided, however, That the commit-
tee may by the same procedure close
one subsequent day of hearing. A tran-
seript of all such hearings shall be

printed and a copy thereof furnished

to each Member, Delegate, and the

Resident Commissioner from Puerto
Rico.

(D) Hearings pursuant to subdivision
(A}, or any part thereof, may be held
before joint meetings of the commit-
tee and the Committee on Appropri-
ations of the Senate in accordance
with such procedures as the two com-
mittees jointly may determine,

(2) Whenever any bill or resolution
which provides new spending authori-
ty described in section 401(cM2)C) of
the Congressional Budget Act of 1974
is reported by a commiftee of the
House and the amount of new bhudget
authority which will be required for
the fiscal year involved if such bill or
resolution is enacted as so reported ex-
ceeds the approprizie allocation of
new budget authority reported as de-
scribed in clause 4(h) in connection
with the most recently agreed to con-
current resolution on the budget for
such fiscal year, such bill or resolution
shall then be referred to the Commit-
tee on Appropriations with instruc-
tions to report it, with the committee’s
recommendations and (if the commit-
tee deems it desirable) with an amend-

ment limiting the total amount of new .

spending authority provided in the bill
or resolution, within 15 calendar days
(not counting any day on which the
House is not in session) beginning with
the day following the day on which it
is so referred. If the Commitiee on Ap-

* propriations fails to report the bill or

resolution within such 15-day period,
the committee shall be automatically
discharged from further consideration

‘of the bill or reseolution and the bill or

resolution shall be placed on the ap-
propriate calendar.

(3) In addition, the Committee on
Appropriations shall study on a con-
tinuing basis those provisions of law
which (on the first day of the first

_ fiscal year for which the congressional

budget process is effective) provide
spending authority of permanent
budget authority, and shall report to
the House from time to time its recom-
mendations for terminating or modify-
ing such provisions.

(h) The Commititee on the Budget
shall have the duty—

© (1) to review on a continuing basis

the conduct by the Congressional

Budget Office of its functions and

duties;

(2) to hold hearings, and receive
testimony from Members of Con-
gress and such appropriate repre-
sentatives of Federal departments
and agencies, the general public, and
national organizations as it deems

desirable, in developmg the first con-

‘eurrent resolution on the budget for
each fiscal year;

(3} to make all reports required of'

it by the Congressional Budget Act
of 1974, including the reporting of
reconciliation bills and resolutions
when so required;

(4) to study on a continuing basis
those ©provisions of law which
exempt Federal agencies or any of

their activities or outlays from inclu-

sion in the Budget of the United

States Government, and to report to

the House from time to time its rec-

ommendations for terminating or
modifying such provisions; and

(5} to study on a continumg basis
proposals designed to improve and
facilitate methods of congressional

-budget-making, and to.report to the

House from time to time the results

of such study together with its rec-

ommendations.

(e} (1) The Commitiee on Govern-
ment Operations shall have the gener-
al function of—

(A) receiving and examining re-
ports of the Comptroller General of
the United States and of submitting
such recommendations to the House
as it deems necessary or desirable in
connection with the subject matter
of such reports;

(B) evaluating the effects of laws
enacted to reorganize the legislative
and executive branches of the Gov-
ernment; and

(C) studying intergovernmental re-
lationships between the United
States and the States and municipal-
ities, and between the United States
and international organizations of
which the United States is a
member, .

{2) In addition to its duties under
sttbparagraph (1), the Committee on
Government Operations may at any
time conduct investigations of any
matter without regard to the provi-
sions of clause 1, 2, or 3 (or this clause)
conferring jurisdiction over such
matter upon another standing com-
mittee. The commitiee’s findings and
recommendations in any such investi-
gation shall be made available to the

other standing committee or commit-

tees having jurisdiction over the
matier involved (and included in the
report of any such other committee
when required by clause 2(1X3) of
Rule XI).
(d) The Committee on House Admin-
istration shall have the function of—
(1) examining all bills, amend-
" ments, and joint resolutions after
passage by the House and, in cooper-
ation with the Senate, examining all
bills and joint resolutions which
shall have passed both Houses to see
that they are correctly enrolled,
forthwith presenting those which
originated in the House to the Presi-
dent of the United States in person
after their signature by the Speaker
of the House and the President of

‘the Senate and reporting the fact

(£ The Speaker may appoint the
Resident Commissioner from Puerto
Rico and Delegates to the House to

committees.

(g) There shall be in the House the
permanent Select Committee on
Aging, which shall not have legislative
jurisdietion but which shall have juris-
diction—

(1) to conduct a continuing com-

maintenance, housing, health (in-
cluding medical research), welfare,
employment, education, recreation,
and participation in family and com-
munity life as self-respecting cm-

Zens;

(2) to study the use of all pra.ctlcs.-
ble means and methods of encourag-

ing the development of public and .

private programs and policies which
will assist the older American in
taking & full part in national life and
which will encourage the utilization
of the knowledge, skills, speeial apti-

(3) to develop policies that would
encourage the coordination of both
governmental and private programs
designed to deal with problems of

RuULE XI
RULES OF PROCEDPURE FOR COMMITTEES
In General

1. (a)(1) The Rules of the House are
the rules of its committees and sub-
committees so far as applicable, except
that a motion to recess from day to
day is a motion of high privilege in
committees and subcommittees.

(2) Each subcommittee of a commit-

tee is a part of that committee, and is
subject to the authority and direction
of that committee and to its rules as
far as applicable.

“(b) Each committee is authorized at
any time to conduct such investiga-
tions and studies as it may consider
necessary or appropriate in the exer-
cise of its responsibilities under Rule
X, and (subject to the adoption of ex-
pense resolutions as required by clause
5) to incur expenses (including travel
expenses) in connection therewith.,

(c) Bach committee is authorized to
have printed and bound testimony and
other data presented at hearings held
by the committee. All costs of steno-

‘graphic services and transcripts in con-

nection with any meeting or hearing
of a committee shall be paid from the
contingent fund of the House.

(d) Bach committee shall submit to
the House, not later than January 2 of
each odd-numbered year, a report on
the activities of that committee under

this rule and Rule X during the Con-
gress ending at noon on January 3 of
such year.

Committee Rules

Adoption of writfen rules

2. (a) Bach standing committee of
ithe House shall adopt written ruies
governing its procedure. Such rules—

(1) shall be adopted in a meeting
which is open to the public unless
the commitee in open session and
with a guorum present, defermined

- by rolleall vote that all or part of
the meeting on that day is to be
closed to the public;

(2) shall be not 1nconsxstent with
the Rules of the House or with those
provisions of law having the foree
and effect of Rules of the House;
and

(3) shall in any event incorporate
all of the succeeding provisiens of
this clause to the extent applicable.

Each committee’s rules specifying its
regular meeting days, and any other
rules of a committee which are in ad-
dition to the provisions of this clause,
shall be published in the Congression-
al Record not later than thirty days
after the Congress convenes in each
odd-numbered year. Fach select or
Joint committee shall comply with the
provisions of this paragraph unless
specifically prohibited by law.

Regular meeling days

‘(b) BEach standing committee of the
House shall adopt regular meeting
days, which shall be not less frequent
than monthly, for the conduct of its
business. Each such committee shall
meet, for the consideration of any bill
or resolution pending before the com-
mittee or for the transaction of other
committee business, on all regular
meeting days fixed by the committee,
unless otherwise provided by written
rule adopted by the committee.

Additional and special meetings

(e¢X(1) The Chairman of each stand-
ing committee may call and convene,
as he or she considers necessary, addi-
tional meetings of the committee for
the consideration of any bill or resolu-
tion pending before the committee or
for the conduct of other committee
business. The committee shall meet
for such purpose pursuant to that call
of the chairman."
- (2) If at least three members of any
standing committee desire that a spe-
cial meeting of the committee be
called by the chairman, those mem-
bers may file in the offices of the com-
mittee their written request to the
chairman for that special meeting.

-Such request shall specify the meas-

ure or matter to be considered. Imme-
diately upon the filing of the request,
the clerk of the committee shall notify
the chairman of the filing of the re-
quest. If, within three calendar days
after the filing of the request, the
chairman does not eall the requested
special meeting, to be held within
seven calendar days after the filing of
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paragraph special leave will be granted
unless 10 or more Members object.

Calling and interrogation of witnesses
_ (jX1) Whenever any hearing is con-
ducted by any committee upon any
measure or matter, the minority party

-members on the commitiee shall be

entitled, upon request to the chairman
by a majority of them before the com-
pletion of the hearing to call witnesses
selected by the minority to testify
with respect to that measure or matter
during at least one day of hearing
thereon.

(2) BEach committee shall apply the
five-minute rule in the interrogation
of witnesses in any hearing until such
time of each member of the committee
who so desires has had an opportunity
to question each witness.

Investigative hearing procedures

" (k)1) The chairman at an investiza-
tive hearing shall announce in the
opening statement the subject of the
investigation.

(2) A copy of the committee rules
and this clause shall be made available
to each witness.

(3) Withesses at investigative hear-
ings may be accompanied by their own
counsel for the purpose of advising
them concerning their constitutional
rights.

(4) The chairman may punish
breaches of order and decorum, and of
professional ethics on the part of
counsel, by censure and exclusion

from the hearings; and the committee

may cite the offender to the House for
contempt.

(5) Whenever it is asserted that the
evidence or testimony at an investiga-
tory hearing may tend to defame, de-
grade, or incriminate any person,

" (A) such testimony or evidence

shall be presented in executive ses-

sion, notwithstanding the provisions

of clause 2(g)X(2) of this Rule, if by a

majority of those present, there

being in attendance the requisite
number required under the rules of
the committee to be present for the
purpose of taking tesftimony, the
committee determines that such evi-
dence or testimony may tend to
defame, degrade, or incriminate any
person; and
(B) the committee shall proceed to
receive such testimony in open ses-
sion only if a majority of the mem-
bers of the committee, a majority
being present, determine that such
evidence or testimony will not tend
to defame, degrade, or incriminate
' any person.

In either case the committee shall
afford such person an opportunity vol-
uniarily to appear as a witness; and re-
ceive and dispose of requests from
silch person to subpena additional wit-
nesses.

(6) Except as provided in subpara-
graph (5), the chairman shall receive
and the committee shall dispose of re-

quests to subpena additional witnesses.

(1Y No evidence or testimony taken
in executive session may be released or
used in public sessions without the
consent of the committee.

(8) In the discretion of the commit-
tee, witnesses may submi{ brief and
pertinent sworn statement in writing
for inclusion in the record. The com-
mittee is the sole judge of the pertin-
ency of testimony and evidence ad-
duced at its hearing.

(9 A witness may obtzain a transcnpt
copy of his testimony given at a public
session or, if given at an executive ses-
sion, when authorized by the commit-
tee,

Commitiee procedures for reporling
bills and resolutions

(1X1XA) It shall be the duty of the
chairman of each committee (except
as provided in subdivision (C)» to
report or cause to be reported prompt-
1y to the House any measure approved
by the committee and to take or cause
to be taken necessary steps to bring &
matter to a vote.

(B) In any event, the report of a.ny

committee on a measure which has-

been approved by the committee shall
be filed within seven calendar days
(exclusive of days on which the House
is not in segsion) after the day on
which there has been filed with the
clerk of the committee a written re-
quest, signed by a majority of the
members of the commitiee, for the re-
porting of that measure. Upon the
filing of any such request, the clerk of
the committee shall transmit immedi-
ately to the chairman of the commit-
tee notice of the filing of that request.
This subdivision does not apply to the
reporting of a regular appropriation
bill by the Committee on Appropri-
ations prior to compliance with subdi-
vision (C) and does not apply to a
report of the Committee Rules
with respect to the Tules, joint rules,

ecutive department.

(C) Before reporting the first regu—
lar appropriation bill for each fiscal
vear, the Committee on Appropri-
ations shall, to the extent practicable
and in accordance with section 307 of
the Congressional Budget Act of 1974
complete subcommittee markup and
full commitiee action on all regular
abpropriation bills for that year and
submit to the House a summary report
comparing the committee’s recommen-
dations with the appropriate levels of
budget outlays and new budget au-
thority as set forth in the most recent-
ly agreed to concurrent resolution on
the budget for that year,

(2)(A) No measure or recommenda-

- tion shall be reported from any com-

mittee unless a majority of the com-
mittee was actually present.

(B) With respect to each rollcall vote
on a motion to report any bill or reso-

lution of a public character, the total
number of votes cast for, and the total
number of votes cast against, the re-
porting of such bill or resolution shall
be included in the commitiee report.
(3} The report of any committee on
a measure which has been approved
by the committee (A) shall inciude the
oversight findings and recommenda-
tions required pursuant f{o clause
2(b)(1) of Rule X separately set out

- and clearly identified; (B) the state-

ment required by section 308(a) of the
Congressional Budget Act of 1974, sep-
arately set out and clearly identified,
if the measure provides new budget
authority or new or increased tax ex-
penditures; (C) the estimate and com-
parison prepared by the Director of
the Congressional - Budget Office

ings and recommendations made by
the Committee on Government Oper-
ations under clause 4(e¢)X2) of Rule X
separately set out and clearly identi-
fied whenever such findings and rec-
ommendations have been submitted to
the legislative committee in a timely
fashion to allow an opportunity to
consider such findings and recommen-
dations during the committee’s delib-
erations on the measure.

(4) Bach report of a committee on
each bill or joint resolution of a public
character reported by such committee
shall contain a detailed analytical
statement as to whether the enact-
ment of such bill or joint resolution
inte law may have an inflationary
impact on prices and costs in the oper-
ation of the national economy.

(5) If, at the time of approval of any
measure or matter by any committee,

other than the Committee on Rules, .

any member of the committee gives
notice of intention to file supplemen-
tal, minority, or additional views, that
member shall be entitled to not less
than three calendar days (excluding
Saturaaﬁfsﬁn%?mci legal holi-
days) in which to file such views, in
writing and signed by that member,
with the clerk of the committee. All
such views so filed by one or more
members of the committee shall be in-
cluded within, and shall be a part of,
the report filed by the committee with
respect to that measure or matter.

BRoOADCASTING OF COMMITTEE HEARINGS

3. (a)} It is the purpose of this clause
to provide a means, in conformity with
acceptable standards of dignity, pro-
priety, and decorum, by which com-
mittee hearings, or committee meet-
ings, which are open to the public may
be covered, by television broadcast,
radio broadecast and still photography,
or by any of such methods of cover-
age—

(1) for the education, enlighten-
ment, and information of the gener-
al public, on the basis of accurate
and impartial news coverage, regard-
ing the operations, procedures, and

" practices of the House as a legisla-
tive and representative body and re-
- garding the measures, public issues,
and other matters before the House
and its committees, the considera-
tion thereof, and the action taken

~ thereon; and

. (2) for the development of the per-
spective and understanding of the
general public with respect to the

" role and function of the House

under the Constitution of the

United States as an organ of the

Federal Government.

* (b) In addition, it is the intent of
this clause that radio and television
tapes and television film of any cover-
age under this clause shall not be
used, or made available for use, as par-
tisan political campaign material to
promote or opbos¢ the candidacy of
any person for elective public office.

(¢) It is, further, the intent of this
clause that the general conduct of
each meeting (whether of a hearing or
otherwise) eovered, under authority of
this clause, by television broadeast,
radio broadcast, and still photography,
or by any of such methods of cover-
age, and the pergonal behavior of the
committee members and staff, other
Government officials and personnel,
witnesses, television, radio, and press
media personnel, and the general
public at the hearing or other meeting
shall be in strict conformity with and
observance of the acceptable stand-
ards of dignity, propriety, courtesy,
and decorum traditionally observed by
the House in its operations and shall
not be such as to—

(1) distort the objects and pur-
poses of the hearing or other meet-
ing or the acfivities of committee
members in connection with that
‘hearing or meeting or in connection
with the general work of the com-
mittee or of the House; or

(2) cast discredit or dishonor on
the House, the committee, or any
Member or bring the House, the
committee, or any Member into dis-
repute. ]

(d) The coverage of commitiee hear-
ings and meetings by television broad-
cast, radio broadeast, or still photogra-

phy is a privilege made available by
the House and shall be permitted and
conducted only in sirict conformity
with the purposes, provisions, and re-
quirements of this clause.

(e) Whenever any hearing or meet-
ing conducted by any committee of
the House is open to the public, that
committee may permit, by majority

vote of the committee, that hearing or

meeting to be covered, in whole or in
part, by television broadcast, radio
broadeast, and still photography, or by
any of such methods of coverage, but
only under such written rules as the
committee may adopt in accordance
with the purposes, provisions, and re-
quirements of this c¢lause.

(f} The written rules which may be
adopted by a committee under para-
graph (e) of this clause shall contain
provisions to the following effect:

(1) If the television or radio coverage
of the hearing or meeting is to be pre-
sented to the public as live coverage,
that coverage shall be conducted and
presented without commercial spon-
sorship.

(2) No witness served with a subpena
by the committee shall bhe required

_against his or her will to be photo-

graphed at any hearing or te give evi-
dence or testimony while the broad-
casting of that hearing, by radio or
television, is being conducted. At the
reguest of any such witness who does
not wish to be subjected to radio, tele-
vision, or still photegraphy coverage,
all lenses shall be covered and all mi-
crophones used for coverage furned
off, This subparagraph is supplemen-
tary to clause 2(k)(5) of this rule, re-
lating to the protection of the rights
of witnesses.

(3) Not more than four television
cameras, operating from fixed posi-
tions, shall be permitted in a hearing
or meeting room. The allocation
among the television media of the po-
sitions of the number of television
cameras permitted in a hearing or
meeting room shall be in accordance
with fair-and eguitable procedures de-
vised by the Executive Commititee of
the Radio and Television Correspond-
ents’ Galleries.

(4) Television cameras shall be
placed so as not to obstruct in any way
the space between any witness giving
evidence or testimony and any
member of the committee or the visi-
bility of that witness and that member
to each other,

(5) Television cameras shall not be
placed in positions which obstruct un-
necessarily the coverage of the hear-
ing or meeting by the other media.

(6) Equipment necessary for cover- .

age by the television and radio media
shall not be installed in, or removed
from, the hearing or meeting room
while the committee is in session.

(7) Floodlights, spotlights, strobe-
lights, and flashguns shall not be used
in providing any method of coverage
of the hearing or meeting, except that
the television media may install addi-

tional lighting in the hearing or meet-
ing room, without cost to the Govern-
ment, in order to raise the ambient
lighting level in the hearing or meet~
ing room to the lowest level necessary
to provide adeguate television cover-
age of the hearing or meeting at the
then current state of the art of televi-
sion coverage.

(8) Not more than five press photog—
raphers shall be permitted to cover a
hearing or meeting by still photogra-
phy. In the selection of these photog-
raphers, preference shall be given to
photographers from Associated Press
Photos and United Press International
Newspictures. If request is made by
more than five of the media for cover-
age of the hearing or meeting by still
photography, that coverage shall be
made on the basis of a fair and equita-
ble pool arrangement devised by the
Standing Committee of Press Photog-
raphers.

(9) Photographers shall not position
themselves, at any time during the
course of the hearing or meeting, be-
tween the witness table and the mem-
bers of the committee. -

(10) Phetographers shall not place

" themselves in positions which obstruct

unnecessarily the coverage of the
hearing by the other media.

(11) Personnel providing coverage by
the television and radio media shall be
then currently accredited to the Radio
and Television Correspondents’ Gal-
leries.

(12) Personnel providing coverage by
still photography shall be then cur-
rently accredited to the Press Photog-
raphers’ Gallery.

(13) Personnel providing coverage by
the television and radio media and by
still photography shall conduct them-
selves and their coverage activities in/{
an orderly and unobtrusive mar:lrgng

- standing committee shall consist of

not more than twelve clerks, to be at-
tached to the oifice of the chairman,
to the ranking minority party mem-
bers, and to the professional staff, as
the committee considers advisable.

(3> Services of the clerical staff
members of each standing committee
may be terminated by majority vote of
the committee. ,

(4) The foregeing provisions of this
paragraph do not apply to the Com-
mittee on Apprepriations and the
Committee on the Budget.

(c) Bach employee on the profession-
al staff, and each employee on the
clerical stafi, of each standing commit-
tee, is entitled to pay at a single per
annum gross rate, to be fixed by the
chairman, which does not exceed the
highest rate of basic pay, as in effect
from time to time, of level V of the
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in revenues for a one-year period;

(2) a comparison of the estimate of
costs described in subparagraph (1)

~mittee with any estimate of such
costs made by any  Government
agency and submitted to such com-
mittee.

- -(b) It shall not be in order to consid-

~ {e) For the purposes of subpara-
graph (2) of paragraph (a) of this
clause, a Government agency includes
any department, agency, establish-

~ ment, wholly owned Government cor-

poration, or instrumentality of the
Pederal Government or the govern-
ment of the District of Columbia.
~ {(d) The preceding provisions of this
clause do. not apply to the Committee
on Appropriations, the Committee on
House Administration, the Committee
on Rules, and the Committee on
Standards of Official Conduct.
RuLe XIV

OF DECORUM AND DEBATE
1. When any Member desires to
speak or deliver any matier to the
House, he shall rise and respectfully

address himself to “Mr. Speaker”, and,
on being recognized, may address the

. ‘House from any place on the floor or

from the Clerk’s desk, and shall con-
fine himself to the dquestion under
debate, avoiding personality.

2. When two or more Members rise
at once, the Speaker shall name the
Member who is first to speak; and no
Member shall occupy more than one

hour in debate on any question in the-

House or in committee, except as fur-
ther provided in this rule,

3. The Member reporting the meas-
ure under consideration from a com-
mittee may open and close, where gen-
eral debate has been had thereon; and
if it shall extend beyond one day, he
shall be entitled to one hour to close,

notwithstanding he may have used an

hour in opening.
4. If any Members, in speaking or

‘otherwise, transgress the rules of the

House, the Speaker shall, or any
Member may, call him to order; in
which case he shall immediately sit

down, unless permitted, on motion of

another Member, explain, and the
House shall, if appealed to, decide on
the case without debate; if the deci-
sion is in favor of the Member called
to order, he shall be at liberty to pro-
ceed, but not otherwise; and, if the
case requires it, he shall be liable to

censure or such punishment as the -

House may deem proper.

‘5, If 2 Member is called to order for.

words spoken in debate, the Member
calling him to order shall indicate the
words excepted to, and they shall be
taken down in writing at the Clerk’s
desk and read aloud to the House; hut

he shall not be held to answer, nor be
subject to the censure of the House
therefor, if further debate or other
business has intervened.

6. No Member shall speak more than
once to the same guestion without
leave of the House, unless he be the
mover, proposer, or introducer of the
matter pending, in which case he shall
be permitted to speak in reply, but not
until every Member choosing to speak
shall have spoken.

7. While the Speaker is putting a
question or addressing the House no
Member shall walk out of or across
the hall, nor, when a Member is speak-
ing, pass between him and the Chair;
and during the session of the House
no Member shall wear his hat, or
remain by the Clerk’s desk during the
call of the roll or the counting of bal-
lots or smoke upon the floor of the
House;, and the Sergeant-at-Arms and
Doorkeeper are charged with the
strict enforcement of this clause. Nei-
ther shall any person be allowed to
smoke upon the floor of the House at
any time,

8. It shall not be in order for any .

Member to intreduce to or bring to
the attention of the House during its
sessions any occupant in the galleries
of the House; ner may the Speaker en-
tertain a request for the suspension of
this rule by unanimous consent or oth-
erwise.

RuLE XV )
ON CALLS OF THE ROLL AND HOUSE

1. Subject to clause 5 of this Rule,
upon every roll ecall the names of the
Members shall be called alphabetically
by surname, except when two or more
have the same surname, in which case
the name of the State shall be added;
and if there be two such Members
from the same State, the whole name
shall be called, and after the roll has
been once called, the Clerk shall call
in their alphabetical order the names
of those not voting. Members appbear-
ing after the second call, but before
the result is announced, may vote or
anhounce g pair.

2. (a) In the absence of a quorum,
fifteen Members, including the Speak-
er, if there is one, shall be authorized

and arrested, wherever they may be
found, by officers to be appointed by
the Sergeant-at-Arms for that pur-
pose, and their attendance secured

and retained; and the House shall de-.

termine upon what condition they
shall be discharged. Members who vol-
untarily appear shall, unless the
House otherwise directs, be immedi-
ately admitted to the Hall of the
House, and they shall report their
names to the Clerk to be entered upon
the Journal as present.

(b} Subject to clause 5 of this Rule,
when a call of the House in the ab-

sence of a quorum is ordered, the
Speaker shall name one or more clerks
to tell the Members who are present.
The names of those present shall be
recorded by such clerks, and shall be
entered in the Journal and the absen-
tees noted, but the doors shall not be
closed except when so ordered by the
Speaker. Members shall have not less
than fifteen minutes from the order-
ing of a call of the House to have their
presence recorded.

3. On the demand of any Member, or
at the suggestion of the Speaker, the
names of Members sufficient to make
a quorum in the Hall of the House
who de not vote shall be noted by the
Clerk and recorded in the Journal, and
reported to the Speaker with the
names of the Members voting, and be
counted and announced in determin-
ing the presence of a gquorum to do
business.

4. Subject to clause 5 of this Rule,
whenever a quorum fails to vote on
any question, and a quorum is not
present and objection is made for that
cause, unless the House shall adjourn

" there shall be a call of the House, and

the Sergeant-at-Arms shall forthwith
proceed to bring in ahsent Members;
and the yeas and nays on the pending
question shall at the same time be con-
sidered as ordered. The Clerk shall
call the roll, and each Member as he
answers to his name may vote on the
pending question, and, after the roll
call is completed, each Member arrest-
ed shall be brought by the Sergeant-
at-Arms before the House, whereupon
he shall be noted as present, dis-
charged from arrest and given an op-
portunity te vote and his vote shall be -
recorded. If those voting on the ques-
tion and those who are present and de-
cline to vote shall together make a ma-
jority of the House, the Speaker shall
declare that a quorum is constituted,
and the pending question shall be de-
cided as the majority of those voting
shall appear. And thereupon further
proceedings under the call shall be
considered as dispensed with., At any
time after the roll call has been com-
pleted, The Speaker may entertain a
motion to adjourn, if seconded by a
majority of those present, to be ascer-
tained by actual count by the Speaker;
and if the House adjourns, all proceed-
ings under this clause shall be vacated.

5. Unless, in his discretion, the
Speaker orders the calling of the
names of Members in the manner pro-
vided for under the preceding provi-
sions of this rule, upon any roll call or
quorum call the names of such Mem-
bers voting or present shall he record-
ed by electronic device. In any such
case, the Clerk shall enter in the Jour-:
nal and publish in the Congressional
Record, in alphabetical order in each
category, a list of names of those
Members recorded as voting in the af-
firmative, of those Members recorded
as voting in the negative, and of those

ON BILLS

1. Bills and joint resolutions on their
passage shall be read the first time by
title and the second time in full, when
if the previous question is ordered, the
Speaker shall state, the gquestion to be:
Shall the bill be engrossed and read a
third time and, if decided in the af-

firmative, it shall be read the third

time by title, and the guestion shall
then be put upon its passage.

2. No appropriation shall be reperted
in any general appropriation bill, or-be
in order as an amendment thereto, for
any expenditure not previously - au-
thorized by law, unless in continuation
of appropriations for suech public
works and objects as are already in
progress. Nor shall any provision in
any such bill or amendment thereto

" changing existing law be in order,

amendment being germane to the sub-
ject matter of the bill shall retrench
expenditures. .

3. A report from the Committee on
Appropriations acecompanying any
general appropriation bill making an
appropriation for any purpose shall
contain a concise statement describing
fully the effect of any provision of the

accompanying bill which directly or-

indirectly changes the application of
existing law.

4. No bill for the payment or adjudi-
cation of any private claim against the
Government shall be referred, except
by unanimous consent, to any other
than the following committees,
namely: To the Committee on Foreign
Affairs or to the Committee on the Ju-
diciary,

5. No bill or joint resolution carrying
appropriations shall be reported by
any committee not having jurisdiction
to report appropriations, nor shall an
amendment proposing an appropri-
ation be in order during the considera-
tion of a bill or joint resolution report-

ed by a committee not having that ju-
risdiction. A question of order on an
appropriation in any such bill, joint
resolution, or amendment thereto may
be raised at any time,

6. No general appropriation bill or
amendment. thereto shall be received
or considered if it contains a provision
reappropriating unexpended balances
of appropriations: except that this
provision shall not apply to appropri-
ations in continuation of appropri-
ations for public works on which work
has commenced.

7. No general appropriation bill shall
be considered in the House until print-
ed committee hearings and a commit-
tee report thereon have been available
for the Members of the House for at
least three calendar days (excluding
Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holi-
days).

RuLe XXII

OF PETITIONS, MEMORTALS, BILLS, AND
RESOLUTIONS

1. Members having petitions or me-
morials or bills of a private nature fo
present may deliver them to the Clerk
indorsing their names and reference or
disposition ‘to be made thereof; and
said petitions and memorials and bills
of a private nature, except such as, in
the judgment of the Speaker, are of
an obscene or insulting character,
shall be entered on the Journal, with
the names of the Members presenting
them, and the Clerk shall furnish a
transcript of such entry to the official
reporters of debates for publication in
the Record. ‘ ‘

2. No private bill or resolution (in-
cluding so-called cmnibus claims or
pension bills), and no amendment to
any bill or resolution, authorizing or
directing (1) the payment of money
for property damages, for personal in-
juries or death for which suit may be
instituted under the Tort Claims Pro-
cedure as provided in title 28, United
States Code, or for g pension (other
than to carry out a provision of law or
treaty stipulation), (2) the construc-
tion of a bridge across a navigable
stream; or (3) the correction of a mili-
tary or naval record, shall be received
or considered in the House.

3. . Any petition or memorial or pri-
vate bill excluded under this rule shaill
be returned to the Member from
whom it was received; and petitions
and private bills which may have been
inappropriately referred may, by the
direction of the committee having pos-
session of the same be properly re-
ferred in the manner originally pre-
sented; and an erroneous reference of
a petition or private bill under this
clause shall not confer jurisdiction
upon the committtee. to consider or
report the same.

4. (a) All other bills, memorials, and
resolutions may, in like manner, be de-
livered, indorsed with the names of
Members introducing them, to the
Speaker, to be by him referred, and
the titles and references thereof and
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ported from a Committee of the

Whole with an adverse recommenda-
tion and such recommendation is disa-
greed to by the House, the bill shall
stand recommitied to the said commit-
tee without further action by the
House, but before the question of con-
currence is submitted it is in order to
entertain a motion to refer the hill to
with or without
instructions, and when the same is
again reported to the House it shall be
referred to the Committee of the
Whole without debate.

8. At the conclusion of genera.l
debate in & Committee of the Whole
on any concurrent resolution on the
budget pursuant to section 305(a) of
the Congressional Budget Act of 1974,
the concurrent resolution shall be con-
sidered as having been read .for
amendment. It shall not be in order in
the House or in a Committee of the
Whole to consider an amendment fo a
concurrent resolution on the budget,

or any amendment to an amendment -

thereto, unless the concurrent resolu-
tion as amended by such amendment
or amendments (a) would he math-
ematically consistent; and (b) would
contain all the matter set forth in
paragraphs (1) through (5) of section
301(a) of the Congressional Budget
Act of 1974. .

9., The rules of proceeding in the
House shall be observed in Committee
of the Whole House so far as they
may be applicable.

RULE XXIV
ORDER OF BUSINESS

1. The daily ordetr of business shall
be as foliows:

- Pirst. Prayer by the Chaplain.

Second. Reading and approva.l of the
Journal.

Third. Correction of reference of
public hills.

Fourth. Disposal of busmess on the
Speaker’s table,

Fifth. Unfinished business.

Sixth. The morning hour for the
consideration of bills ealled up by com-
mittee.

Motions to go into Commit-
tee of the Whole House on the State
of the Union.

Eighth, Orders of the day.

2. Business on the Speaker's table
shall he disposed of as follows:

Messages from the President shall
be referred to the appropriate commit-
tees without debate. Reports and com-
munications from heads of depart-
ments, and other communications ad-
dressed to the House, and bills, resolu-
tions, and messages from the Senate

may be referred to the appropriate.

committees in the same manher and
with the same right of correction as
public bills presented by Members; but
House bills with Senate amendments
which do not require consideration in
a Committee of the Whole may be at
once disposed of as the House may de-
termine, as may alsc Senate bills sub-
stantially the same as House bills al-

ready favorably reported by a commit-
tee of the House, and not required to
be considered in Committee of the
‘Whole, be disposed of in the same
manner on motion directed to be made
by such committee,

3. The consideration of the unfin-
ished business in which the House
may be engaged at an adjournment,
except business in the morning hour
shall be resumed as soon as the busi-
ness on the Speaker’s table is finished,
and at the same time each day there-
after until disposed of, and the consid-
eration of all other unfinished busi-
ness shall be resumed whenever the
class of business to which it belongs
shall be in order under the rules,

4, After the unfinished business has

been disposed of, the Speaker shall
call each standing committee in regu-
lar order, and then select committees,
and each committee when named may
call up for consideration any bill re-
ported by it on a previous day and on
the House Calendar, and if the Speak-
er shall not complete the call of the
Committee before the House passes to
other business, he shall resume the
next call where he left off, giving pref-
erence to the last bill under considera-
tion: Provided, That whenever any/
committee shall have occupied the
morning hour on two days, it shall not
be in order to call up any other bill
until the other committees have been
called in their turn.
" b, After one hour shall have been de-
voted to the consideration of hills
called up by committees, it shall be in
order, pending consideration or discus-
sion thereof, to entertain a motion to
ge into Commitiee of the Whole
House on the State of the Union, or,
when authorized by a committee, to go
into the Committee of the Whole
House on the State of the Union to
consider a particular bill, to which
motion one amendment only, designa-
ting another bill, may be made; and if
either motion be determined in the
negative, it shall not be in order to
make either motion again until the
disposal of the matter under consider-
ation or discussion.

6. On the first Tuesday of each
month after disposal of such business
on the Speaker’s table as requires ref-
erence only, the Speaker shall direct
the Clerk to call the bills and resolu-
tions on the Private Calendar. Should
ohjection be made by two or more
Members te the consideration of any
kill or resolution so called, it shall be
recommitied to the committee which
reported the bill or resoclution, and no

reservation of objection shall be enter-

tained by the Speaker. Such bills and
resclutions, if considered, shall be con-
sidered in the House as in the Com-
mittee of the Whele, No other busi-
ness shall be in order on this day
unless the House, by two-thirds vote
on motion to dispense therewith, shall
otherwise determine. On such motion

debate shall be limited to five minutes

for and five minutes against said
motion.

+ On the third Tuesday of each month
after the disposal of such business on
the Speaker’s table as requires refer-
ence only, the Speaker may direct the
Clerk fo call the bills and resolutions
oii the Private Calendar, preference to
be given to ommnibus bills containing
bills or resolutions which have previ-
ously been objected to on a call of the
Private Calendar. All bills and resolu-
tions on the Private Calendar so
called, if considered, shall be consid-
ered in the House as in the Committee
of the Whole. Should objection be
made by two or more Members to the
consideration of any bill or resolution
other than an omnibus bill, it shall be
recommitted to the committee which
reported the bill or reselution and no
reservation of objection shall be enter-
tained by the Speaker.

Omnibus bills shall be read for
amendment by paragraph, and no
amendment shall be in order except to
strike out or to reduce amounts of
money stated or to provide limitations.
Any item or matter stricken from an
omnibus bill shall not thereafter
during the same session of Congress be
included in any omnibus bill.

Upon passage of any such omnibus
bill, said bill shall be resolved into the
several bills and resolutions of which
it is composed, and such original bills
and resolutions; with any amendments
adopted by the House, shall be en-
grossed, where necessary, and proceed-
ings thereon had as if said bills and
resolutions had been pa,ssed in the
House severally.

In the consideration of any omnibus
kill the proceedings as set forth above
shall have the same force and effect as
if each Senate and House bill or reso-
lution therein contained or referred to
were considered by the House as a sep-

_arate and distinct bill or resolution.

7. On Wednesday of each week no
business shall be in order except as
provided by clause 4 of this rule unless
the House by a two-thirds vote on
motion to dispense therewith shall
otherwise determine. On such a
motion there may be debate not to
exceed five minutes for and against.

- On a call of committees under this

rule bills may be called up from either
the House or the Union Calendar, ex-
cepting bills which -are privileged
under the rules; bhut bills called up
from the Union Calendar shall be con-
sidered in the Committee of the
Whole House on the State of the
Union. This rule shall not apply
during the last 2 weeks of the session.
It shall'not be in order for the Speak-
er to entertain a motion for a recess
on any Wednesday except during the
last 2 weeks of the session: Provided,
That no more that 2 hours of general
debate shall be permitted on any
measure called up on Calendar
Wednesday, and all debate must be
confined to the subject matter of the
bill, the time to be equally divided be-
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ceed to the immediate consideration of

committee from the consideration of
any publie bill or resolution has once
been acted upon by the House it shall
not be in order {o entertain during the
same session of Congress any other
mofion for the discharge from that
commifttee of said measure, or from
any other commitiee or any other bill
or resolution substantially the same,
relating in substance to or dealing
with the same subject matter, or from
the Committee on Rules of a resolu-
tion providing a special order of busi-
ness for the consideration of any other

such bill or resolution, in order that

such action by the House on a motion
to discharge shall be res adjudicata for
the remainder of that session: Pro-

" vided, further, That if before any one

motion to discharge a committee has
been acted upon by the House there
are on the Calendar of Motions to Dis-
charge Committees other motions to
discharge committees from the consid-
eration of bills or resclutions substan-
tially the same, relating in substance
to or dealing with the same subject
matter, after the House shall have
acted on one motion to discharge, the
remaining said motions shall be strick-

“en from the Calendar of Motions to

Discharge Committees and not acted
on during the remainder of that ses-
sion of Congress.

RurLg XXVIII
CONFERENCE REPORTS

1. (a) The presentation of reports of
committees of conference shall always
be in order, except when the Journal
is being read, while the roll is being
called, or the House is dividing on any
proposition.

(b) After House conferees on any bill
or resolution in conference between

" the House and Senate shall have been
appointed for twenty calendar days -

and shall have failed to make a report,
it is hereby declared to be a motion of
the highest privilege to move to dis-
charge said House conferees and to ap-
point new conferees, or to instruct said
House conferees; and, further, during
the last six days of any session of Con-
gress, it shall be a privileged motion to
move to discharge, appoint, or in-

struct, House conferees after House
conferees shall have been appointed
thirty-six hours without having made
a report,

(¢) Each report made by a committee
of conference to the House shall be
printed as a report of the House. As s0
printed, such repori shali be accompa-
nied by an explanatory statement pre-
pared jointly by the conferees on the
part of the House and the conferees
on the part of the Senate. Such state-
mernt shall be sufficiently detailed and
explicit to inform the House as to the
effect which the amendments or prop-
ositions contained in such report will
have upon the measure o which those
amendments or propositions relate.

2. (2) It shall not be in order to con-
sider the report of a committee of con-
ference until the third calendar day
(excluding any Saturday, Sunday, or
legal holiday) after such report and
the accompanying statement shall
have been filed in the House, and such
consideration then shall be in order
only if such report and accompanying
statement shall have been printed in
the daily edition of the Congressional
Record for the day on which such
report and statement shall have been
filed; but the preceding provisions of
this sentence do not apply during the
last six days of the session. Nor shall it
be in order to consider any conference
report unless copies of the report and
accompanying statement have been
available to Members for at least two
hours before the heginning of such

LIMITATIONS ON THE USE OF THE FRANK

1. Any franked mail which is mailed
by a Member under section 3210(d) of
title 39, United States Code, shall be
mailed at the equivalent rate of post-
age which assures that such mail will
be sent by the most economical means
practicabile.

2. After December 31, 1977, the total
number of pieces of mail which may
be mailed as franked mail under sec-
tion 3210(d) of title 39, United States

Code, during any calendar year by a ..

Member entitled to mail franked mail
under this subsection may not exceed
an amount equal fo six multiplied by
the number of addresses to which
such mail may be delivered, in accord-
ance with paragraph (4} of section

lates solely to a notice of appearance

or a scheduled itinerary of a Member
in the area from which such Member
was elected shall not count against the

To the
greatest extent practicable, at least
four of the Members of the House ap-
pointed to the select committee at the
beginning of the Ninety-seventh Con-
gress and each Congress thereafter
shall be Members of the House who
did not serve on such commitiee
during the preceding Congress.

(D) The intelligence and intelli-
gence-related activities of other
.agencies and subdivisions of the
Department of Defense.

(E) The intelligence and intelli- -
gence-related activities of the De-
partment of State.

(F) The intelligence and intelli-
gence-related activities of the Fed-
eral Bureau of Investigation, in-
cluding all activities of the Intelli-
gence Division.

(G) Any department, agency, or
subdivision which is the successor
to any agency hamed in subdivi-
sion (A), (B), or (C}; and the activi-
ties of any department, agency, or
subdivision which is the successor
to any department, agency,
bureau, or subdivision named in
subdivision (D), (E), or (F), to the
extent that the activities of such

+ successor department, agency, or

(b) Any proposed legislation initially
reported by the select committee,
except any legislation involving mat-

of such standing committee, be re-
ferred to such standing committee by
the Speaker for its consideration of
such matter and be reported to the
House by such standing committee
within the time brescribed by the
Speaker in the referral; and any pro-
posal legislation initially reported by
any committee, other than the select
committee, which contains any matter
within the jurisdiction of the select
committee shall, at the request of the
chairman of the select committee, be
referred by the Speaker to the select
committee for its consideration of
such matter and be reported to the
House within the ftime prescribed hy
the Speaker in the referral.

(¢) Nothing in this rule shall be con-
strued as prohibiting or otherwise re-
stricting the authority of any other
committee to study and review any in-
telligence or intelligence-related activi-
ty to the extent that such activity di-

~reetly affects a matter otherwise

within the jurisdiction of suech com-
mittee.

(d} Nothing in this rule shall be con-
strued as amending, limiting, or other-
wise changing the authority of any
standing committee of the House to
ohtain full and prompt access te the
product of the intelligence and intelli-
gence-related activities of any depart-
ment or agency of the Government
relevant to a matter otherwise within
the jurisdiction of such committee.

3. (a) The select committee, for the
purposes of accountability to the
House, shall make regular and period-
ic reports to the House on the nature
and extent of the intelligence and in-
telligence-related activities of the var-
ious departrments and agencies of the
United States. Such committee shall
promptly call to the attention of the
House or to any other appropriate
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lery, including the designation of its
employees, shall be vested in the
standing committee of correspondents,
subject to the direction and control of
the Speaker; and the Speaker may
assign one seat on the floor to Associ-
ated Press reporters and one to United
Press International, and regulate the
occupation of the same. And the
Speaker may admit to the floor, under
such regulations as he may prescribe,
one additional representative of each
press association.

3. Such portion of the gallery of the
House of Representatives as may be
necessary to accommeodate reporters of
news to be disseminated by radio, tele-
vision, and similar means of transmis-
sion, wishing to report debates and
proceedings, shall be set aside for
their use, and reputable reporters thus
engaged shall be admitted thereto
under such regulations as the Speaker
may from time to time prescribe; and
the supervision of such gallery, includ-
ing the designation of its employees,
shall be vested in the Executive Com-
mittee of the Radio and Television
Correspondents’ Galleries, subject lo
the direction and contrel of the Speak-
er; and the Speaker may admit fo the
floor, under such regulations as he
may prescribe, one representative of
the National Broadcasting Company,
one - of the Columbia Broadeasting
System, one of the Mutual Broadcast-
ing System and one of the American
Broadcasting Company.

RULE XXXV
PAY OF WITNESSES

The rule for paying witnesses to
appear before the House or any of its
committees shall be as follows: For
each day a witness shall attend, the
same per diem rate as established, au-
thorized, and regulated by the Com-
mittee on House Administration for
Members and employees of the House,
and -actual expenses of travel in
coming to or going from the place of
examination; but no per diem shall be
paid when a witness has been sum-
moned at the place of examination.

RuLE XXXVI
PAPERS

1. The clerks of the several commit-
tees of the House shall, within three
days after the final adjournment of a
Congress, deliver te the Clerk of the
House all bills, joint resolutions, peti-
tions, and other papers referred to the
committee, together with all evidence
taken by such committee under the
order of the Hougse during the said
Congress and not reported to the
House; and in the event of the fajlure
or neglect of any clerk of a committee
to comply with this rule the Clerk of
the House shall, within three days
thereafter, take into his keeping all
such papers and testimony.

2. At the close of each Congress the
Clerk of the House shall obtain all
noncurrent records of the House and
each committee thereof and transfer
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them to the General Services Adminis-
tration for preservation subject to the
order of the House. In making the
transfer, the Clerk may act jointly
with the Secretary of the Senate.

Ruie XXXVII
WITHDRAWAL OF PAPERS

No memorial or other papers pre-
sented to the House shall be with-
drawn from itg files without its leave,
and if withdrawn therefrom certified
copies thereof shall be left in the
office of the Clerk; but when an act
may pass for the settlement of a claim,
the Clerk is authorized to transmit to
the officer in charge with the settle-
ment thereof the papers on file in his
office relating to such claim, or may
loan temporarily to an officer or
bureau of the executive departments
any papers on file in his office relating
to any matter pending before such of-
ficer or bureau, taking proper receipt
therefor.

RuLE XXXVIII
BALLOT

In all cases of ballot a majority "of
the votes given shall be necessary to
an election, and where there shall not
be such a majority on the first ballot
the ballots shall be repeated until a
majority be obtained; and in all ballot-
ing blanks shall be rejected and not
taken into the eount in enumergtion
of votes or reported by the tellers.

RuLe XXXIX
MESSAGES

Messages received from the Senate
and the President of the United
States, giving notice of bills passed or
approved, shall be entered in the Jour-
nal and published in the Record of
that day’'s proceedings.

RULE X1,
EXECUTIVE COMMUNICATIONS

Estimates, or appropriations and all
other communications from the execu-
tive departments, intended for the
consideration of any commitiees of
the House, shall be addressed to the
Speaker, and by him referred as pro-
vided by clause 2 of Rule XXIV.

RuULE XLI

QUALIFICATIONS OF OFFICERS AND
EMPLOYEES

No person shall be an officer of the
House, or continue in its employment,
who shall be an agent for the prosecu-
tion of any claim against the Govern-
ment, or be interested in such claim
otherwise than as an original claim-
ant; and it shall be the duty of the
Committee on House Administration
to inquire into and report to the
House any violation of this rule.

RuLe XLi1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

The rules of parliamentary practice
comprised in Jefferson’s Manual and
the provisions of the Legislative Reor-
ganization Act of 1946, as amended,

shall govern the House in all cases to
which they are applicable, and in
which they are not inconsistent with
the standing rules and orders of the
House and joint rules of the Senate
and House of Representatives.

Rure XLIII
CODE OF OFFICIAL CONDUCT

There is hereby established by and
for the House of Representatives the
following code of conduct, to be known
as the “Code of Official Conduct™;

1. A Member, officer, or employee of
the House of Representatives shall
conduct himself at all times in a
manner which shall reflect creditably
on the House of Representatives.

2. A Member, officer, or employee of
the House of Representatives shall
adhere to the spirit and the letter of
the Rules of the House of Representa-
tives and to the rules of duly consti-
tuted committees thereof,

3. A Member, officer, or employee of
the House of Representatives shall re-
ceive no compensation nor shall he
permit any compensation to accrue to
his beneficial interest from any
source, the receipt of which would
oceur by virtue of influence improper-
ly exerted from his position in the
Congress.

4, A Member, officer, or employee of
the House of Representatives shall not
accept gifts (other than personal hos-
pitality of an individual or with a fair
market value of $25 or less) in any cal-
endar year aggregating $100 or more in
value, directly or indirectly, from any
person (other than from a relative of
his) having a direct interest in legisla-
tion before the Congress or who is a
foreign national (or agent of a foreign
national). Any person registered under
the ¥Federal Regulation of Lobbying
Act of 1946 (or any successor statute),
any officer or .director of such regis-
tered person, and any person rctained
by such registered person for the pur-
pose of influencing legislation before
the Congress shall be deemed to have
a direct interest in legislation before
the Congress.

5. A Member, officer, or employee of
the House of Representatives, shall
accept no honorarium for a speech,
writing for publication, or other simi-
lar activity, from any person, organiza-
tion, or corporation in excess of the
usual and customary value for such
services.

6. A Member of the House of Repre-
sentatives shall keep his campaign
funds separate from his personal
funds. He shall convert no campaign
funds to personal use in excess of re-
imbursement for legitimate and verifi-
able prior campaign expenditures and
he shall expend no funds from his
campaign account not attributable to
bona fide campaign purposes.

7. A Member of the House of Repre-

sentatives shall treat as campaign con-
tributions all proceeds from testimo-
niat dinners or other fund raising
events. ‘ :

motion on which the Speaker has
postponed further proceedings under
this paragraph, the Speaker may in
his discretion, reduce to not less than
five minutes the period of time within
which a recorded vote on the gquestion
may be taken on any or all of the addi-
tional motions on which the Speaker
has postponed further proceedings
under this paragraph.

(56) If the House adjourns before the
question is put and determined on all
motions on which further proceedings
were postponed under this paragraph,
then, on the next following legislative
day on which the Speaker is author-
ized to entertain motions to suspend
the rules and pass bills or resolutions,
the first order of legislative business

‘after thé call of bills and resolutions

on the Private Calendar as provided in
clause 8 of rule XXIV shall be the dis-
position of all such motions previously
undisposed of, in the order in which
those motions were entertained.

4, A Member may present to the
Clerk a motion in writing to discharge
a committee from the consideration of

a public bill or resclution which has
been referred to it thirty days prior

- thereto (but only one motion may be
present for each bill or resolution).

Under this rule it shall also be in order
for a Member to file a motion to dis-
charge the Committee on Rules from
further consideration of any resolu-
tion providing either a special order of
business, or a special rule for the con-
sideration of any public bill or resolu-
tion favorably reported by a standing
committee, or a special rule for the
consideration of a public bill or resolu-
tion which has remained in a standing
committee thirty or more days with-
out action: Provided, That said resolu-
tion from which it is moved to dis-
charge the Committee on Rules has
been referred to that committee at
least seven days prior to the filing of
the motion to discharge. The motion
shall be placed in the custody of the
Clerk, who shall arrange some conven-
ient place for the signature of Mem-
bers. A signature may be withdrawn
by a Member in writing at any time

“"before the motion is entéred on the

Journal, When a majority of the total

membership of the House shall have.

signed the motion, it shall be entered
on the Journal, printed with the signa-
tures thereto in the Congressional
Record, and referred to the Calendar
of Motions to Discharge Committees.

On the second and fourth Mondays
of each month, except during the last

e
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immediately after the approval of the
Journal, any Member who has signed
a motion to discharge which has been
on the calendar at least seven days
prior thereto, and seeks recognition,
shall be recognized for the purpose of
calling up the motion, and the House
shall proceed to its consideration in
the manner herein provided without
intervening motion except one motion
to adjourn.”Recognition for the mo-
tions shall be in the order in which
they have been entered on the Jour-
nal. - :

When any motion under this rule
shall be called up the bill or resolution
shall be read by title only. After
fwenty minutes’ debate, one-half in
favor of the proposition and one-half
in opposition thereto, the House shall
proceed to vote on the motion to dis-
charge. If the motion prevails to dis-
charge the Committee on Rules from
any resolution pending before the
committee, the House shall immedi-
ately vote on the adoption of said reso-
lution, the Speaker not entertaining
any dilatory or other intervening
motion except one motion to adjourn,
and, if said resolution is adopted, then

the House shall immediately proceed

to its execution. If the motion prevails
to discharge one of the standing com-
mittees of the House from any public
bill or resclution pending before the
committee, it shall then be in order
for any Member who signed the
motion to move that the House pro-

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of all bills, resolutions, and documents

leted). Such consent may be granted
no later than the day on which the
last committee authorized to consider

- and report such bill or resolution re-

ports it to the House: Provided, how-
ever, That the Speaker shall not enter-
tain a request to delete the name of
the first sponsor of any bill or resolu-
tion.
- (3) The addition of the name of any
Member, or the deletion of any name
by unanimous consent, or a sponsor of
any such bill or resolution shall be en-
tered on the Journal and printed in
the Record of that day. .
{4) Any such bill or resolution shall

" be reprinted (A) if the Member whose

" name is listed as the first sponsor sub-

mits to the Speaker a written request
that it be reprinted, and (B} if twenty

_or more Members have been added as

sponsors of that bill or resolution
since it was last printed,

- B, All resolutions of inquiry -ad-
dressed to the heads of executive de-
partments shall be reported to the
House within one week after presenta-

tion.

6. When a bill, resolution, or memo-
rial is introduced ‘‘by request”, these
words shall be entered upon the Jour-
nal and printed in the Record.

RULE XXIII
. OF COMMITTEES OF THE WHOLE HOUSE

1. In all cases, in forming a Cormmit-
tee of the Whole House, the Speaker
shall leave his chair after appointing a

“Chairman to preside, who shall, in

case of disturbance or disorderly con-
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duct in the galleries or lebby, have
power to cause the same to be cleared.

2. (a) A guorum of a Committee of
the Whole shall consist of one hun-
dred Members. The first time that a
Committee of the Whole finds itself
without a quorum during any day, the
Chairman shall invoke the procedure
for the call of the roll under clause 5
of Rule XV, unless, in his discretion,
he orders a call of the Committee to
be taken by the procedure set forth in
clause 1 or clause 2(b) of Rule XV, If
on such call, a quorum shall appear,
the Committee shall continue its busi-
ness; but if a quorum does not appear,
the Committee shall rise and the
Chairman shall report the names of
the absentees to the House. After the
roll has been once called to establish a
quorum during such day, the Chair-
man may not entertain a point of

.order that a quorum is not present

unless the Committee is operating
under the five-minute rule and the
Chairman has put the pending motion
or proposition to a vote; and if the
Chairman sustains a point of order
that a quorum is not present after put-
ting the guestion on such a motion or
proposition, he may announce that
following a regular gquorum call con-
ducted pursuant to the previous provi-
sions of this clause, he will reduce to
not less than five minutes the period
of time within which a recorded vote
on the pending question may be taken
if such a vote is ordered. If, at any
time during the conduct of any
quorum call in a Committee of the
Whole, the Chairman determines that
a quorum is present, he may, in his
discretion and subject to his prior an-
nouncement, declare that a quorum is
constituted. Proceedings under the
call shall then be considered as vacat-
ed, and the Committee shall not rise
but shall econtinue its sitting and
resume its. business.

(b) In the Committee of the Whole,'

the Chair shall order a recorded vote
on request supported by .at least
twenty-five Members.

3. All motions or propositions involv-
ing a tax or charge upon the people,
all proceedings touching appropri-
ations of money, or bills making ap-
propriations of money. or property, or
requiring such appropriations to be
made, or authorizing payments out of
appropriations already made, or re-
leasing any Hability to the United
States for money or property, or refer-
ring any claim to the Court of Claims,
shall be first considered in a Commii-
tee of the Whole, and a point of order
under this rule shall be good at any
time before the consideration of a bill
has commenced.

4. In committees of the Whole
House business on their calendars may
be taken up in regular order, or in
such order as the committee may de-
termine unless the bill to be consid-
ered was determined by the House at
the time of going into committee, but
bills for raising revenue, general ap-

propriation bills, and bills for the im-

provement of rivers and harbors shall -

have precedence.

5. When general debate is closed by
order of the House, any Member shall
be allowed five minutes to explain any
amendment he may offer, after which
the Member who shall first obtain the
floor shall be allowed to speak five
minutes in opposition to it, and there
shall be no further debate thereon,
but the same privilege of debate shall
be allowed in favor of and against any
amendment that may be offered to an
amendment; and neither an amend-
ment nor an amendment to an amend-
ment shall be withdrawn by the mover
thereof unless by the unanimous con-
sent of the committee. Upon the offer-
ing of any amendment hy a Member,
when the House is meeting in the
Committee of the Whole, the Clerk
shall promptly transmit to the major-
ity committee table five copies of the
amendment and five copies to the mi-

nority committee table, Further, the
-.Clerk shall deliver at least one copy of

the amendment tc the majority cloak
room and at least one copy to the mi-
nority cloak room.

6. The committee may, by the vote
of a majority of the members present,
at any time after the five minutes’
debate has begun upon proposed
amendments to any section or para-
graph of a bill, close all debate upon
such section or paragraph or, at its
election, upon the pending amend-
ments only (which motion shall be de-
cided without debate); but this shall
not preclude further amendment, to
be decided without debate. However, if
debate is closed on any section or
paragraph under this clause before
there has been debate on any amend-
ment which any Member shall have
caused to be printed in the Congres-
sional Record after the reporting of
the bill by the committee but at least
one day prior te floor consideration of
such amendment, the Member who
caused such amendment to be printed
in the Record shall be given five min-
utes in which to explain such amend-
ment, after, which the first person to

- obtain the floor shali be given five

minutes in opposition to it, and there
shall be no further debate thereon;
but such time for debate shall not be
allowed when the offering of such
amendment is dilatory. Material
placed in the Record pursuant to this
provision shall indicate the full text of
the proposed amendment, the name of
the proponent Member, the number of
the bill to which it will be offered and
the point in the bill or amendment
thereto where the amendment is in-
tended to be offered, and shall appear
in a portion of the Record designated
for that purpose.

7. A motion to strike out the enact-
ing words of a bill shall have prece-
dence of a motion to amend, and, if
carried, shall be considered equivalent
to its rejection. Whenever a bill is re-
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Members answering present, as the
case may be, as if their names had
been called in the manner provided for

- under such preceding provisions. Mem-

bers shall have not less than fifteen
minutes from the ordering of the roll
call or quorum call fo have their vote
or presence recorded. The Speaker
may, in his discretion, announce after
a rolleall vote has been ordered on a
motion to recommit a bill, resolution,
_or conference report thereon, that he
may reduce to not less than five min-
utes the period of time in which a roll-
call vote, if ordered, will be taken by
. glectronic device on the gquestion of
passage or adoption, as the case may
be, on such bill, resolution, or confer-
ence repotrt thereon if the guestion on
final passage or adoption follows with-
out intervening business the vote on
the question of recommittal.

(b) a quorum shall not be required in
the Committee of the Whole {for
agreement to a motion that the Com-
mitfee rise.

{¢) After the presence of a quorum is
once ascertained on any day on which
the House is meeting, a point of order
of no quorum may not be made or en-
tertained— :

(1) during the reading of the Jour-
nal;

(2) during the period after a Com-
mittee of the Whole has risen after
completing its consideration of a bill
or resolution and before the Chair-
man of the Committee has reported
the bill or resolution back to the
House; and

(3) during any period of a legisla-

tive day when the Speaker is recog-
nizing Members (including a Dele-
.~ gate or Resident Commissioner) to
~address the House under special
orders, with no measure or matter

then under consideration for disposi-

tion by the House.
(d) When the presence of a quorum

is ascertained, a further point of order

that a quorum is not present may not
thereafter be made or entertained
until additional business intervenes.

(2) Notwithstanding subparagraph
(1), it shall always be in order for a
Member to move a call of the House
when recognized for that purpose by
the Speaker, and when a quorum has
been established pursuant to a call of
the House, further proceedings under
the call shall be considered as dis-
pensed with unless the Speaker, in his
discretion, recognizes for a motion
under clause (2)a) of this rule or for a
motion to dispense with further pro-
ceedings under the call.

RuLg XVI
ON MOTIONS, THEIR PRECEDENCE, ETC.

1. Bvery motion made to the House
and entertained by the Speaker shall
be reduced to writing on the demand
of any Member, and shall be entered
on the Journal with the name of the
Member making it, unless it is with-
drawn the same day.

2. When a motion has heen made,
the Speaker shall state it or (if it be in
writing) cause it to be read aloud by
the Clerk before being debated, and it

_shall then be in possession of the

House, but may be withdrawn at any
time before a decision or amendment.

3. When any motion or proposition
is made, the question,“Will the House
now consider it?” shall not be put
uniless demanded by a Member.

violis question (which motions shall be
decided without debate), to postpone
to a day certain, to refer, or to amend,
or postpone indefinitely, which several
motions shall have precedence in the
foregoing order; and no motion to
postpone to a day certain, to refer, or
to postpone indefinitely, being decid-
ed, shall be again allowed on the same
day at the same stage of the question.
After the previous question shall have
been ordered on the passage of a bill
or joint resolution one motion to re-
commit shall be in order, and fhe

- Speaker shall give preference in recog-

nition for such purpose to a Member
who is opposed to the bill or joint res-
olution. However, with respect to any
motion to recommit with instructions

after the previous guestion shall have:
been ordered, it always shall be in
order to debate such motion for ten

minutes before the vote is taken on
that motion, one half of such time to
be given to debate by the mover of the
motion and one half to debate in oppo-

sition to the motion. It shall be in -

order at-any time during a day for the
Speaker, in his discretion, to entertain
a motion that when the House ad-
journs it stands adjourned to a day
and time certain. Such a motion shall

be of equal privilege with the motion
to adjourn provided for in this clause
and shall be determined without
debate.

5. The hour at which the House ad-
journs shall be entered on the Jour-
nal.

6. On the demand of any Member,
before the gquestion is put, a question
shall be divided if it includes proposi-
tions so distinet in substance that one
being shall remain; Provided, That
any motion or resolufion to elect the
members or any portion of the mem-
bers of the standing committees of the
House and the joint standing commit-
tees shall not be divisable, nor shall
any resolution or order reported by
the Committee on Rules, providing a
special order of business he divisible,

7. A motion fto strike ouf and insert
is indivisible, but a motion to strike
out being lost shall neither preclude
amendment nor motion to strike out
and insert; and no motion or proposi-
tion on a subject different from that
under consideration shall be admitted
under color of amendment.

8. Pending a motion to suspend the
rules, the Speaker may entertain one
motion that the House adjourn; but
after the result thereon is announced
he shall not entertain any other
motion until the vote is taken on sus-
pension,

9. At any time after the reading of
the Journal it shall be in order, by di-

rection of the appropriate committess,

to move that the House resolve itself
into the Committee of the Whole
House on the State of the Union for
the purpose of considering bills raising
revenue, or general appropriation bills.

10. No dilatory motion shalil be en-
tertained by the Speaker.

Rure XVIL
PREVIOUS QUESTION

rate of basic pay, as in effect from
time to time, of level IV of the Execu-
tive Schedule in section 5315 of title 5
United States Code.

* tions to discharge committees it shall
be in order for y Member of the
House to call up for consideration by
the House such adverse report, and it
shall be in order to move the adoption
by the House of such resolution ad-
versely reported notwithstanding the
adverse report of the Committee on
Rules, and the Speaker shall recognize
the Member seeking recognition for
that purpose as a question of the high-
est priviiege.

(d} Whenever the Committee on
Rules reports a resplution repealing or
amending any of the Rules of the
House of Representatives or part
thereof it shall inelude in its report or
in an accompanying document—

(1) the text of any part of the Rules
. of the House of Representatives which
is proposed to be repealed; and
©(2) a comparative print of any part
of the resolution making such an
amendment and of any part of the
Rules of the House of Representatives
to be amended, showing by an appro-
priate typographical device the omis-
sions and insertions proposed to be
magde.

(eX1) On any legislative day when
reports from the Committee on Rules
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are being considered, the Speaker may

announce to the House, in his discre- -

tion, before consideration of the first
resolution, that he will postpone fur-
ther proceedings on such of the reso-
lutions reported from that committee
as he may designate if a recorded vote
or the yeas and nays are ordered or if
the vote is objected to under clause 4
of Rule XV when the Chair puts the
guestion on the previous guestion or
on the adoption of the resolutlon
until
4y all such resolutions on that
legislative day have been considered
and any debate thereon concluded,
with the question having been put
and determined on each such resolu-
tion on which the taking of the vote
will not be postponed; or
(B) the next legislative day, with

{he question having been put and de-

termined on each such resolution on

which the taking of the vote will not
be postponed.

(2} Where the Speaker has post-
poned votes pursuant to paragraph
4(eX(1)(A) of this clause, when the last
of such resolutions so designated has
been considered and any debate there-

on concluded, with the question put .

and determined on each such resolu-
tion on which further proceedings
were not postponed, the Speaker shall
pul the appropriate question on each
such resolution on which further pro-
ceedings were postponed in the order
in which each such resolution was con-
sidered.

(3) Where the Speaker has post-

poned votes pursuant to paragraph’

(eX1XB) of this cilause, on the next
legislative day the Speaker shall put
as unfinished business the appropriate
guestion on each such resolution on
which further proceedings were post-
poned in the order in which each such
resolution was considered. '

(4) At any time after the vote on the
question has been taken on the first
resolution on which the Speaker has
postponed further proceedings under
this paragraph, the Speaker may, in
his discretion, reduce to not less than
five minutes the period of time within
which a recorded vote on the appropri-
ate question may be taken on any or
all of the additional resolutions on
which the Speaker has postponed fur-
ther proceedings under this para-
graph.

(5) If the House adjourns before the
question is put and determined on ail
resolutions on which further proceed-
ings were postponed under this para-
graph, then, on the next fellowing leg-
islative day, the first order of legisla-
tive business, after the disposition of
business on the Speaker's table and

such other legislative matters as the .

Speaker in his discretion may direct,
shall be the disposition of all such res-
olutions previously undisposed of, in
the order in which those resolutions
were entertained.

Committee Expenses
5. (a) Whenever any committeg;

commission or other entity (except the

Committee on Appropriations and the
Committee on the Budget) is to be
granted authorization for the pay-
men{, from the contingent fund of the
House, of iis expenses in any year,
other than those expenses to be paid
from appropriations provided by stat-
ute, such authorization initially shall

-be procured by one primary expense

resolution for the committee, commis.
sion or other entity providing funds
for the payment of the expenses of
the committee, commission or other
entity for that year from the contin-
gent fund of the House. Any such pri-
mary expense resolution reported to
the House shall not be considered in
the House unless a printed report on
that resolution has been available to
Members of the House for at least one
calendar day prior to the considera-
tion of that resolution in the House.
Such report shall, for the 1nforma.t10n
of the House—

(1) state the total amount of the
funds to be provided to the commit-
tee, commission or other entity
under the primary expense resolu-
tion for all anticipated activities and
programs of the commitiee, commis-
sion or other entity; and

(2) to the extent practicable, con-
tain such general statements regard-

penditures for the respectlve a.ntlcl-
‘pated activities and programs of the
committee, commission or other
entity as may be appropriate to pro-
vide the House with basic estimates
with respect to the expenditure gen-
-erally of the funds to be provided to
the committee, commission or other
entity under the primary expense
resolution.
(b) After the date of a.doptlon by the
House of any such primary expense
resolution for any such committee,

commission or other entity for any

year, authorization for the payment
from the contingent fund of additional
expenses of such committee, commis-
sion or other entity in that year, other
than those expenses to be paid from
appropriations provided hy statute,
may be procured by one or more sup-
plemental expense resolutions [or that
committee, commission or other entity
as necesssary. Any such supplemental
expense resolution reported to the
House shall not be considered in the
House unless a printed report on that
resolution has been made available to
the Members of the House for at least
one calendar day prior to the consider-
ation of that resolution in the House.
Such report shall, for the information
of the House—
- (1) state the total amount of addi-
- tional funds fto be provided to the
committee, commission or other
entity under the supplemental ex:
pense resolution and the purpose or

bers of the House. Nor shall it be in
order toc congider any measure or
matter reported by any committee
(except the Committee on Rules in the
case of a resolution making in order

included as part of the

. the consideration of a bill, resolution,

or other order of business, or any
other committee in the case of a privi-
leged rescolution), unless copies of such
report and the reported measure or
matter have been available to the
Members for at least three calendar
days, excluding Saturdays, Sundays,
and legal holidays during which the
House is not in session before the be-

- ginning of such consideration: Pro-

vided however, That it shall always be
in order to call up for consideration,
notwithstanding the provisions of
clause 4(b), Rule XI, a report from the
Committee on Rules specifically pro-
viding for the consideration of a re-
ported messure or matter notwith-
standing this restriction. If hearings
have been held on any such measure
or matter so reported, the committee
reporting the measure or matter shall

make every reasonable effort to have

such hearings printed and available
for distribution to the Members of the
House prior to the consideration of
such measure or matter in the House.
This subparagraph shall not apply

to—

(A) any measure for the declara-
tion of war, or the declaration of a
hational emergency, by the Con-
gress; or

(B) any executive decision, deter-
mination, or action which would
become, or continue to be, effective

- unless disapproved or otherwise in-
validated by one or both Houses of

~.Congress,

- (1) If, within seven calendar days

after a measure has, by resolution,
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been made in order for consideration
by the House, no motion has been of-
fered that the House consider that
measure, any member of the commit-
tee which reported that measure may
be recognized in the discretion of the
Speaker to offer a motion that the
House shall consider that measure, if
that committee has duly authorized
that member to offer that motion.

Power to sit and act; subpena power

(mX1) For the purpose of carrying
out any of its functions and duties
under this rule and Rule X (including
any matters referred to it under clause
5 of Rule X), any committee, or any
subcommittee thereof, is authorized
(subject to subparagraph (2)A) of this
paragraph)—

(A) to sit and act at such times and
places within the United States,
whether the House is in session, has
recessed, or has adjourned, and to
hold such hearings, and

(B) to require, by subpena or oth-
erwise, the attendance and testimo-
ny of such witness and the produc-
tion of such books, records, corre-
spondence, memorandums, papers,
and doecuments as it deems neces-
sary. The chairman of the commit-
tee, or any member degignated by
such chairman, may administer
oaths to any witness.

{2)(A) A subpena may be authorized
and issued by a committee or subcom-
mittee under subparagraph (IXB) in
the conduct of any investigation or
series of investigations or activities,
only when authorized by a majority of
the members voting, a majority being
present. The power to authorize and
issue subpenas under subparagraph
(1XB) may be delegated to the chair-
man of the committee pursuant to
such rules and under such limitations
as the committee may prescribe. Au-
thorized subpenas shall be signed by
the chairman of the committee or by
any member designated by the com-
mittee,

(B) Compliance with any subpena
issued by a committee or subcommit-
tee under subparagraph (1X(B) may be
enforced only as authorized or direct-
ed by the House.

Use of commiltee funds for travel

(nX1) Funds authorized for a com-
mittee under clause 5 are for expenses
incurred in the committee’s activities;
however, local currencies owned by
the United States shall be made avail-
able to the committee and its employ-
ees engaged in carrying out their offi-
cial duties outside the United States,
its territories or possessions. No appro-
priated funds, including those suthor-
ized under clause 5, shall be expended
for the purpose of defraying expenses
of members of the committee or itg
employees in any country where local
currencies are available for this pur-
pose; and the following conditions
shall apply with respect to travel out-
side the United States or 1ts territories
Or possessions:

(A} No member or employee of the
comimnittee shall receive or expend
local currencies for subsistence in
any country for any day at a rate in
excess of the maximum per diem set,
forth in applicable Federal law, or if
the Member or employee is reim-
bursed for any expenses for such
day, then the lesser of the per diem
or the actual, unreimbursed ex-
penses (other than for transporta-
tion) incurred by the Member or em-

- ployee during that day.

(B) Each member or employee of
the committee shall make to the
chairman of the committee an item-
ized report{ showing the dates each
country was visited, the amount of
per diem furnished, the cost of

- transportation furnished, any funds
expended for any other official pur-
pose and shall summarize in these
categories the total foreign curren-
cies and/or appropriated funds ex-
pended. All such individual reports
shall be filed no later than sixty
days following the completion of
travel with the chairman of the com-
mittee for use in complying with re-
porting requirements in applicable

Federal law and shall be open for
- public inspection.

(2) In carrying out the committee’s
activities outside of the United States
in any country where local currencies
are unavailable, a member or employ-
ee of the committee may not receive
reimbursement for expenses {octher
than for transportation) in excess of
the maximum per diem set forth in
applicable Federal law, or if the
member or employee is reimbursed for
any expenses for such day, then the
lesser of the per diem or the aetual un-
reimbursed expenses (other than for
transportation) incurred, by the
member or employee during any day.

{3) A member or employee of a com-
mittee may not receive reimbursement
for the cost of any transportation in
connection with travel outside of the
United Stafes unless the member or
employee has actually paid for the
transportation.

(4) The restrictions respecting travel
outside of the United States set forth
in subparagraphs (2) and (3) shall also
apply to travel outside of the United

-States by Members, officers, and em-

ployees of the House authorized under
clause 8 of rule I, clause 1(b) of this
rule, or any other provision of these
Rules of the House of Representa-
tives.

(5) No local currencies owned by the
United States may be made available
under this paragraph for the use out-
side of the United States for defraying
the expenses of a member of any com-
mittee after—

© (A) the date of the general election
of Members in which the Member
has not been elected to the succeed-
ing Congress; or
(B) in the case of 4 Member who is
not a candidate in such general elec-
tion, the earlier of the date of such

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the request, a majority of the mem-
bers of the committee may file in the
offices of the committee their written
notice that a special meeting of the
committee will be held, specifying the
date and hour of, and the measure or
matier to be considered at, that spe-
cial meeting. The committee shall
meet on that date and hour. Immedi-
ately upon the filing of the notice, the
clerk of the committee shall notify all
members of the committee that such
special meeting will be held and
inform them of its date and hour and
the measure or matter to be consid-
ered; and only the measure or matter
specified in that notice may be consid-
ered at that special meeting.

Ranking majority member to preside
‘in absence of chairman

(d) If the chairman of any standing
- committee is not present at any meet-
ing of the committee, the ranking
member of the majority party on the
committee who is present shall preside
at that meeting.

Commitiee records

(e)X1) Each committee shall keep a
complete record of all committee
action which shall include a record of
the votes on any question on which a
rollcall vote is demanded. The result
-of each such rolleall vote shall be
made available by the committee for
inspection by the public at reasonable
times in the offlces of the committee
spectlon shall mclude a descrlptlon of
the amendment, motion, order or
other proposition and the name of
each Member veoting for and each
Member voting against such amend-
ment, motion, order, or proposition,
and whether by proxy or in person,
and the names of those Members pres-
ent but not voting,

(2) All committee hearings, records,
dala, charls, and files shall be kepl
separate and distinet from the con-
gressional office records of the
Member serving as chairman of the
commitiee; and such records shall be
the property of the House and all
Members of the House shall have
access thereto, except that in the case
of records in the Committee on Stand-
ards of Official Conduct respecting

" the conduct of any Member, officer, or

employee of the House, no Member of
the House (other than a member of
such committee) shall have access
thereto without the specific, prior ap-
proval of the committee.

Proxies
.. (f) No vote by any member of any

committee or subcommitiee with re-
~ spect to any measure or matter may he
cast by proxy unless such committee,
by written rule adopted by the com-
mititee, permits voting by proxy and
requires that the proxy authorization
shall be in writing, shall assert that
the member is absent on official busi-
ness or is otherwise unable to be pres-
ent at the meeting of the committee,

"being
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shall designate the person who is to
execute the proxy authorization, and
shall be limited to a specific measure
or matier and any amendments or mo-
tions pertaining thereto; except that a
member may authorize a general
proxy only for motions to recess, ad-
journ or other progedural matters.
Each proxy to be effective shall be
signed by the member assigning his or
her vote and shall contain the date
and time of day that the proxy is
signed. Proxies may not be counted for
a quorum.

Open meetings and hearings

(g)(1) Each meeting for the transac-
tion of business, including the markup
of legislation, of each standing com-
mittee or subcommittee thereof shall

be open to the public except when the

committee or subcommittee, in open
session and with a majority present,
determines by rollecall vote that all or
part of the remainder of the meeting
on that day shall be closed t¢ the
public: Provided, however, That no
persen other than members of the
commiftee and such congressional
staff and such departmental repre-
sentatives as they may authorize shall
be present at any business or markup
session which has been closed fto the
public. This paragraph does not apply
to open committee hearings which are
provided for by clause 4(a)X1) of Rule
X or by subparagraph (2) of this para-
graph, or to any meeting that relates
soiely to internal budget or personnel
matters.

(2) Each hearing conducted by each
commitiee or subcommittee thereof
shall be open te the public except
when the commitiee or subcommittee,
in open session and with a majority
present, determines by rolleall vote
that all or part of the remainder of
that hearing on that day shall be
closed to the public because disclosure
of testimony, evidence, or other mat-
ters to be considered would endanger
the national security or would violate
any law or rule of the House of Repre-
sentatives. Notwithstanding the re-
quirements of the preceding sentence,
a majority of those present, there
in attendance the requisite
number reqguired under the rules of
the committee to be present for the
purpose of taking testimony,

(A) may vote to close the hearing for
the sole purpose of discussing whether
testimony or evidence to be received
would endanger the national security
or violate clause 2(k)(5) of Ruie XI; or

(B) may vote to close the hearing, as
provided in clause 2(k)X5) of Rule XI.
No Member may be excluded from
nonparticipatory attendance at any

hearing of any commitiee or subcom- .

mittee, with the exception of the Com-

.mittee on Standards of Official Con-

duct, unless the House of Representa-
tives shall by majority vote authorize
a particular committee or subcommit-
tee, for purposes of a particular series
of hearings on a particular article of

legislation or on a particular subject of
investigation, to close its hearings to
Members by the same procedures des-
ignated in this subparagraph for clos-
ing hearings to the public: Provided,
however, That the committee or sub-
committee may by the same procedure
voie to close one subsequent day of
hearing.

(3> Each committee of the House
(exceptthe Commitiee on Rules) shall
make public announcement of the
date, place and subject matter of any
committee hearing at least one week
before the commencement of the
hearing. If the committee determines
that there is good cause to begin the
hearing sooner, it shall make the an-
nouncement at the earliest possible
date. Any announcement made under
this subparagraph shall be prompily
published in the Daily Digest.

(4} Bach committee shall, insofar as-:

is practicable, require each witness
who is to appear before it to file with

the committee (in advance of his or

her appearance) a written statement
of the proposed testimony and to limit
the oral presentation at such appear-
ance to a.brief summary of his or her
argument.

(5) No point of order shall lie with
respect to any measure reporied by
any committee on the ground that
hearings on such measure were not
conducted in accordance with the pro-
visions of this clause; except that a
point of order on thai ground may be
made by any member of the commit-
tee which reported the measure if, in
the committee, such point of order
was (A) timely made and (B) improp-
erly overruled or not properly consid-
ered.

{6) The preceding provisions of this
paragraph do not apply to the commit-
tee hearings which are provided for by
clause 4(a)(1) of Rule X.

QRuorum for taking testimony and cer-
tain other action

(h)(1) Bach commmitiee may fix the
number of its members to constitute a
guorum for taking testimony and re-
ceiving evidence - which shall be not
less than two.

(2) Bach committee (except the
Committee on Appropriations, the
Committee on the Budget, and the
Committee on Ways and Means) may
fix the number of its members to con-
stitute a. quorum for taking any action
cther than the reporting of a measure
or recommendation which shall be not
less than one-third of the members.

Prohibition against committee meel-
ings during five-minute rule

() No committee of the House
(except the Commitiee on Appropri-
ations, the Committee on the Budget,
the Committee on Rules, and the
Committee on Standards of Official
Conduct) may sit, without special
leave, while the House is reading a
measure for amendment under the
five-minute. rule.. For purposes of this

(e)(1) The Committee on Standards
of Official Conduct is authorized; (A)
to recommend to the House from time
to time such administrative actions as
it may deem appropriate to establish
or enforce standards of official con-
duct for Members, officers, and em-
ployees of the House; (B) to investi-
gate, subject to subparagraph (2) of
this paragraph, any alleged violation,
by a Member, officer, or employee of
the House, of the Code of Official
Conduct or of any law, rule, regula-
tion, or other standard of conduct ap-
plicable to the conduct of such
Member, officer, or employee in the
performance of his duties or the dis-
and,
alter notice and hearing, to recom-
mend to the House by resolution or
otherwise, such action as the commit-
tee may deem appropriate in the cir-
cumstances; (C) to report to the ap-
propriate Federal or State authorities,
with the approval of the House, any

substantial evidence of a violation, by- -

a Member, officer, or employee of the
House, of any law applicable to the
performance of his duties or the dis-
charge of his responsibilities, which
may have been disclosed in a commit-
tee investigation; and (D) to give con-
sideration to the request of any
Member, officer, or. employee of the
House for an advisory opinion with re-
spect to the general propriety of any
current or proposed conduct of such
Member, officer, or employee and,
with appropriate deletions to assure
the privacy of the individual con-
cerned, to publish such opinion for the
guidance of other Members, officers,
and employees of the House.

(2) (A) No resolution, report, recom-
mendation, or advisory opinion relat-
ing to the official conduct of a
Member, officer, or employee of the
House shall be made by the Commit-
tee on Standards of Official Conduect,
and no investigation of such conduct
shall be undertaken by such commit-
tee, unless approved by the affirma-

‘tive vote of a majority of the members

of the comumittee. )
. (B) Except in the case of an investi-
gation undertaken by the committee

..on its own initiative, the committee
may undertake an investigation relat-

ing to the official conduct of an indi-
vidual Member, officer, or employee of

- the House of Representatives only—

. (1) upon receipt of a complaint, in
~Writing and under oath, made by or
. submitted to a Member of the House
- and transmitted to the commmittee by
such Member, or
(ii) upon receipt of a complaint, in
writing and under oath, directly
from an individual not a Member of

(D) A member of the committee
shall be ineligible to participate, as &
member of the cormmittee, in any com-
mittee proceeding relating to his or
her official conduct. In any case In
which a member of the committee is
ineligible to act as a member of the
committee under the preceding sen-
tence, the Speaker of the House shall
designate a Member of the House
from the same political party as the
ineligible member of the committee to
act as & member of the committee in
any committee proceeding relating to
the official conduct of such ineligible
member,

(F) A member of the committee may
disqualify himself from participating
in any investigation of the conduct of

a Member, officer, or employee of the

House upon the submission in writing
and under oath of an affidavit of dis-

“qualification stating that he cannot
‘render an impartial and unbiased deci-

sion in the case in which he seeks to
disqualify himself, If the committee
approves and accepts such affidavit of
disqualification, the chairman shall so
notify the Speaker and request the
Speaker to designate a Member of the
House from the same political party as
the disgualifying member of the com-
mittee to act as a member of the com-
mittee in any committee proceeding
relating to such investigation.

(F) No information or testimony re-
ceived, or the contents of a complaint
or the fact of its filing, shall be public-
ly disclosed by any committee or staff
member unless specifically authorized
in each instance by a vete of the full
committee.

(fX1) Bach standing commitiee of
the House shall, in its consideration of
all bills and joint resolutions of a
public character within its jurisdic-
tion, insure that appropriations for
contihuing programs and activities of
the Federal Government and the Dis-
trict of Columbia government will be
made annually to the maximum
extent feasible and consistent with the
nature, requirements and objectives of
the programs and activities invelved.
For the purposes of this paragraph a
Government agency includes the orga-
nizational units of government listed
in clause 7(d) of Rule XIII.

(2) Each standing committee of the
House shall review, from time to time,
each continuing program within its ju-
risdiction for which appropriations are
not made annually in order to ascer-
tain whether such program could be

"modified so that appropriations there-

for would be made annually.

(g) Each standing committee of the
House shall, on or before March 15 of
each year, submit to the Committee
on the Budget (1) its views and esti-

mates with respect to all matfers to be
set forth in the concurrent resolution
on the budget for the ensuing fiscal
year which are within its jurisdiction
or functions, and (2) an estimate of
the total amounts of new budget au-
thority, and budget outlays resulfing
therefrom, to be provided or author-
ized in all bills and resolutions within
its jurisdiction which it intends to be
effective during that fiscal year.

Referral of Bills, Resolutions, and
Other Matters to Committees
5. (a) Each bill, resolution, or other
matter which relates to a subject
listed under any standing commitiee
named in elause 1 shall be referred by
the Speaker in accordance with fhe
provisions of this clause.
(b) Every referral of any matter
under paragraph (a) shall be made in

such manner as to assure the maxi- §

mum extent feasible that each com-
mittee which has jurisdiction under
clause 1 over the subject matter of any
provision thereof will have responsibil-
ity for considering such provision and
reporting to the House with respect
thereto. Any precedents, rulings, and
procedures in effect prior to the
Ninety-Fourth Congress shall be ap-
plied with respect to referrals under
this clause only to the extent that
they will contribute to the achieve-
ment of the ohjectives of this clause.

(¢c) In carrying out paragraph (a)
and (b} with respect to any matter, the
Speaker may refer the matter simulta-
neously to two or more committees for
concurrent consideration or for consid-
eration in sequence (subject to appro-
priate time limitations in the case of
any commitiee), or divide the matter
into two or more parts (reflecting dif-
ferent subjects and jurisdictions) and
refer each such part to a different
committee, or refer the matter to a
special ad hoc committee appointed by
the Speaker with the approval of the
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(4) National Aeronautics and Space

tion and control thereof.

(1) Science Scholarships.

(8) Scientific research and develop-
ment.

(%) Civil aviation research and devel-
