mi.take.. The large number of requeat. to the Clearinghouse for
information about the experience of othera supports that
aa.ump tion.

The pre.ent report an'wer' the two most commonly ex~ressed

concerna about the growth of theae new relationship.: Are uni­
versitiea alert to the potential for conflict of intereat and
diver.ion of faculty effort that ia inherent in working with
buaines.; and have univer.itiea addre.aed the potential threat
to the openne•• of .cientific communication that attachea to
proprietary intere.tal

Without attempting to a.aeas the adequacy or effectiveneas
of inatitutional pOliciea in theae areas, it is clear that
neither hal lacked for attention. The existence of policy is
virtually univer.al, and moat of it ia receut enough to bave been
formulated in the light of experience witb industry. Thoae two
fact., alone, are reaa.uring.

Reporta on other topica will be forthcoming in the montha
ahead. In the meantime, the Clearinghou.e exiats as a resource
for all who may be intereated in the aubject.
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
