RULE I

APPOINTMENT OF A,SENATOR TO THE, CHAIR

1. In tIlk ab~ehc~ of the Vice President, tile S~Ilate shallchoose a
President pro tempore, who shall hold the office and execute the
duties thereof during the pleasure of the Senate and until another
is elected 01' his term of office as a Senator expires.

2. In the absence of the Vice President, and pending the election
of a President pro tempore, the Acting President pro' tempore or
the Secretl:\ry of the Senate, or in his absence the Assistant Secre­
tary, shall perform the duties ofthe Chair.

3. The President pro tempore shall have the right ,to name in
open Senate, or, -if absent, in writing, a .Senator to perform the
duties of the Chair, including the signing of duly enrolled bills and
joint resolutions but such substitution. shall not extend beyond an
adjournment, except, by unanimous consent; and the Senator, so
named shall have the right to name in open session, or, .if absent,

, in writing, a Senator to perform the duties of the Chair, but not to
extend beyond an adjournment, except by unanimous consent.

RULE II

PRESENTATION OF CREDENTIALS AND QUESTIONS OF PRIVILEGE

1. The presentation of the credentials, of Senators elect or of
Senators designate and other questions of privilege shall always be
in order, except during the reading and correction of the Journal,
while a question of order or a motion to adjourn is pending, or
while the Senate is .votingvor vascertaining .the ,presence of •a
quorum; and all questions and motions arising or made Upon the
presentation of such credentials shall be proceeded with until dis-
posed of.'" ,

2. The Secretary shall keep a record of the certificates of election
and certificates of appointment of Senators by entering in a well-
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bound book kept for that purpose the date of the election or ap­
pointment, the name of the person elected or appointed, the date of
the certificate..the name of the governor and the secretary of state
signing and cuer-signing the same, and the State from which such
Senator is elected orappointed.

3. The Secretary of the Senate shall send copies of the following
recommended forms to the governor and secretary of state of each
State wherein an election is about to take place or an appointment
is to be made so that they may use such forms if they see fit.

RULE III

OATHS

.Tb.~ oaths or affirm~tions required by the Constitution and pre­
scribed by law shall be taken and subscribed by each Senator, in
open Senate, before entering upon his duties.

OATH REQUIRED BY THE CONSTITUTION AND BY LAW TO BE TAKEN

IL AB, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support and
defend the Constitution of the United States against -all-enemies,
foreign and domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to
the same; that I take this obligation freely, without any mental
reservation Or purpose of evasion; and that I will well and faithful­
ly discharge thedutiesof the office on which lam about to enter:
So help me God. (5U.S.C. 3331.)

RULE IV

COM¥.ENCEMENT OFDAILY SE.SSIONS

1.. (alTb.e PresidingOfficer having taken the chair, following the
prayer by the Chaplain, and a quorum being present, the Journal
of the preceding day shall be read, and any mistake made in the
entries. correctecl.. Except as provided in subparagraph (b) the read'
ing of the Journal shall not be suspended unless. by unanimous
consent; and when any motion shall be made to amend or correct
the same, it shall be deemed a privileged question, and proceeded
with until disposed of.

(b) Whenever the Senate is proceeding under paragraph 2 of rule
XXII, the reading of the Journal shall be dispensed with and shall
be considered approved to date, . .. '. .

(c) The proceedings ofthe Senate shall be briefly and accurately
stated on the Journal, Messages of the President in full; titles of
bills and resolutions, and such parts as shall be affected by pro­
posed a~endments; every vote, and a brief statement of the con­
tents of 'each petition, memorial, or paper presented to the Senate,
shallbe entered.. . .•... ". .. • .

(d) The legislative, the executive, the confidential legislative pro­
ceedings, and the proceedings whe'lsitting as a Court of Impeach­
ment, shalleach be recorded in a separatebook.v.

2; During a.sessionoftheSenate when that body is in continuous
session, the Presiding. Officer shall temporarily suspend the busi-
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ness Of the Senate '.at: noon each day for the-purpose of having the
customary daily prayer by the Chaplain.

RULE V

SUSPENSION AND AMENDMENT OF THE RULES

1. No motion to suspend, modify, or amend any rule, or any. part
thereof, shall be in order, except on one day's notice-in writing,
specifying precisely the rule or part proposed to be suspended,
modified, or amended, and the purpose thereof. Any rule may be
suspended without notice by the unanimous consent of the Senate,
except as otherwise provided by the rules.

2. The rules of the Senate shall continue from one Congress to
the next' Congress unless they are' changed as' provided .in these
rules.

RULE VI·

QUORUM-ABSENT SENATOES MAY BE SENT FOR

1. A quorum shall consist of a majority of the Senators dilly
chosen and sworn,

.2, NoSenator shall absent himself from the service of the Senate
without leave.

3. ' If, at any time during the daily sessions of the Senate' a
question shall be raised by any Senator as to the presence of a
quorum, the Presiding Officer shall forthwith direct the Secretary
to call the roll and shall announce the result, and these proceed­
ings shall be without debate.

4. Whenever upon such roll call it shall be ascertained that a
quorum is not present, a majority of the '. Senators present may
direct the Sergeant at Arms, to request, and, when necessary, to
compel the attendance of the absent Senators, which order shall be
determined without debate; and pending its execution, and until a
quorumshall be present, no debate nor motion, except to adjourn,
or to recess pursuant to a previous order entered by unanimous
cop-sent, shallbe in,order.

RULE VII

MORNING BUSINESS

1. On each legislative day after the Journal is read, the Presiding
Officer on demand of,any Senator shall lay; before the Senate
messages from the President, reports and communications from the
heads of Departments, and other communications addressed to the
Senate, and such bills, joint resolutions,. and other messages from
the House of Representatives as may remain upon his table from
any previous day's session undisposed of. The PresidingOfficer on
demand of any Senator shall then ~all for, in the following order:

The presentation of petitions and memorials, .
Reports of committees. .
The introduction of bills lind joint resolutions.
The submission of other resolutions.
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All of which shall be received anddisposed of in such order, unless
unanimous consent shall be otherwise given, with newly offered
resolutions beingcalledfor before resolutions coming over from a
previous legislativedayare laidbeforethe.,~nate.
, 2. Until the morning businessshallhave been concluded, and so
lillnounc~d from the. Chair, or until one hour after the Senate
convenesat the beginning of anew legislative day,no motion to
proceed to th",. considerati?n of any bill, resolution, . report of a
committee, or other subject upon the Calendar shall be entertained
by the Presidillg Officer, unless by unanimous consent: Provide'!,
ho,,!~ver,That.on Mondays which are the beginning ,of a legislatjve
day the Calendar shall be called ullder rule. VIII, and until two
hours after the Senateconvenes no motion shall be entertainedto
p~oceed to the consideration of anybill.resolution, or other subject
upon the Calendar except the motion to continue the consideration
of a bill, resolution, or other subject against objection as provided
in rule VIII,or until the call of the Calendar has been completed.

3. The Presiding Officermay at any tim", lay, and it shall be in
order at any t~e fora Senator to move to Iay, before theSenate,
any bill or othe~. matter sent to the Senlite by the President ?r the
House ofRepresentatives for appropriate action. allowed under the
rules and any question pending-at that time shall be suspended. for
this purpose. Any' motion so made shall be determined without
debate,........., . ..? < " '.,.' '

4. Petitions or memorials shall be referred, without q",bate, to the
appropriatecommitt~eaccording to subject matter on. the same
basis as bills and resolutions, if signed by the petitioner or memo­
rialist. A question of receiving or reference may be raised and
determined without debate. But no petition or memorial or other
paper signed by citizens or subjects.of a foreign power shall be
received, unless the same be transmitted to the Senate by the
President, . ? . . '.' '.' .•. .' . .... ..'
. 5. Only. a brief statement of the contents of petitions and memc;>"

rials. shall. be printed in the. Congressional Record; and no other
POrtion of any petition Or memorial shall be printed in .the Record
unless specifically so ordered by vote ()f the Senate, as provided for
in paragraph 4 of rule XI, in which case the order shall be deemed
to apply to the body of the petition or memorial only; and .names
attached to the petition or. memorial shallnot be printed unless
specially. ordered, .except that. petitions and memorials .from th",
legislatures or conventions, lawfully called, of the ,respective States,
Territories, and insular possessions shall be printed in full in the
Record whenever.presented, '. .'. ..: . . • .,.

6:' Senators having petitions, memorials, bills, or resolutions to
present after the morning hour ll!ay deliver them in the absence of
'objection to the Presiding Officer's desk, endorsing upon them their
names, and with the approyal. of the Presiding. Officer, they shall

. be entered on the Journal with the mimes of the Senators present-
ing.them and in .theabsence of'objection shall be.considered as
having been-read twice and referred to.the appropriate committees,
and a transcript of such entries shill be furnished to .the.official
reporter of .debates for. publication in the-Congressional. Record,

9RDER OF BUSINESS

1. At the. conclusion of themorning business at the beginning of
. a ~ew legislative day, unless upon motion the Senate shall at any

time otherwise order, the Senate shall proceed to theconsideration
of the Calendar of Bills and Resolutions, and shall continue such
consideration until 2 hours after the Senate convenes onsuch day
(the end of the morning h?ur); and bills and resolutions that are
not objected to shall. be tak",n up in their order, and each Senator
shall be entitled to speak Oll:CEl. and for five minutes only upon any
question; and an objection mllY be interposed at any .stageof the
proceedings, but upon motion the Senate mliY continue such consid­
eration; and this order shall commence immediafE)ly afterthe call
for "other resolutions", or after disposition of resolutions coming
"over under the rule", and shalltake precedence of the unfinished
business and other special orders. But if the Senate shall proceed
on motion with the consideration of anymatter notwithstanding an
objection, the foregoing provisions touching debate shalL not apply.

2. All motions made during the first tW? hours of a new legisla­
tive .. day to. proceed to fhe consideration of any matter shall be
determined with?ut debate, except motions to proceed to the con­
sideration of any motion, resolution, or proposal to change any of
the Standing Rules of the Senate shall be debatable. Motions-made
after the first two hours of a new legislative day to proceed to the
consideration of bills and resolutions are debatable,

RULE IX

MESSAGES

1. Mer-ges from the President of the United .States or frOID the
House of Representatives may be received lit any stage ofproceed­
ings, exceptwhile the Senate is voting or ascertaining the presence
of a quorum, or while the Journal is being read, or while a ques­
tion of orderor a motionto adjourn is pending. ..• .. .• ... ...

2:Messages shalLbe se~t to the House of Representatives by the
Secretary,. who shall previously. certify the determination of the
Senate upon all bills, joint resolutions, and other resolutions which
may be •communicated. to the House,or in which its concurrence
may be requested; and the Secretary shall also certify and deliver
to the President of the United States all resolutions and other
communications which may be directed to hiI1IbYthe senate.

RULE x
SPECIAL ORDERS

1. AnY-subject may, by a vote of-two-thirds of the Senators
present;· be made a special order of business for considerationand
When the time so fixed for its consideration arriv",~ the Presiding
Officer shall-lay it before}he Senate, unless there be unfinished
business in which case it takes its place on the Calendar of Special

Orders in the.order of time at which it was made special, to be
considered in that. order when there ·is no unfinished business.

2. All motions to change such order, or to proceed to the consid­
eration ofother business, .shall be decided without debate.

RULE.XI

PAPERS.-'-WITHD~.o!\WA[., PRIN:'i'IN~~ READING ·OF,:AND REFERENCE

1. No memorial or other paper preselltedto theS"nate,e~pept
original treaties finally acted upon, shall be withdrawn from its
files except by order of the Senate. .'. . .•

2. The Secretary oftheSenate shall obtain at the close of each
Congress alHhenoncurrent reco~ds of'the Senate and of each
Senate committee and transfer them to the General Services Ad­
ministration forpreservation.rsubjectto the orders of the Senate.

3.When the reading of a paper is ~alled fcr.and objected to, it
shall be determined by a vote of-the Senate, without debate;

4, Every motion or resolution to print documents, reports,and
. other matter transmitted by the executive departments, or to print

memorials, petitions, accompanying documents, or any other paper,
except bills of the Senate or House of Representatives, resolutions
submitted by a Senator, communications from the legislatures or
conventions, lawfully called, of the respective States, shall, unless
the Senate otherwiseorder, be referred to the Committee.on Rules
and Administration. When a motion is made to commit with
instructions, it shall be in ?rder to "add thereto il motion tp print.

5, Motions '1r resolutions to print additional numbers shall also
be referred-to the Committee on Rules and Administration; and
when the committee sh"llreport favorably, the reportshall be
accompanied by an estimate of the probable cost thereof; and whe,,:
the cost of printing such additionalnumbers shall exceed the 'sum
established by law, the concurrence of the House of Representa­
tives shall be necessaryfor an order to printthe same... ' . .

6. Every bill and jointresolution Introduced or reported from a
committee, and all bills and joint resolutions received from the
House of Representatives, .and all reports of committees, shall be
printed, unless; for ·the dispatch of the business of the Senate, such
printing'may be dispensed with.

RULE XII

VOTING PROCEDURE

1. When the yeas and nays are ordered, the names of Senators
shall be called alphabetically; and each Senator shall, without
debate, declare his assent or dissent to the question, unless excused
byfh.e Senate; andnoSenator shall be permitted to vote after the
decision shall have been announced by the Presiding Officer, but
may .for sufficient reasons, withvunamimous 'consent, change' or
withdraw his vote.. No motion to suspend this' rule . shall be in
Qrder,'I'l0rs!J.alltl>.e..Ptesiding Officer entertain any request to
suspend it by .unanimous .consent, ...'" .

.2, When.a Senator declines to vote on callof his name, he shall
be' .required to assign his reasons .therefor, and having assigned
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them, . the Presiding Office" shall submit thequest19nto the
Senate.- "Shall the Senator for thereasonsassigrred by him,be
excused from voting?" which shall be decided without debate; and
these proceedings' shall be had after the rollcall and before the
result is announced; and any further proceedings in reference
thereto shall be after such announcement.

3. A MeIllber, notwithstanding-liny other provisions of this rule,
may decline to vote; in committee or on the floor,' on any matter
when, he believes that, his voting on such a matter would be a
conflict of interest. , "." " '. ' .

4. No request by a Senator for unanimous consent for the t,tking
of a final vote on a specified date upon the passage of a bill or joirit
resolution shall be submitted to the Senate for agreement thereto
until after a quorum call ordered for the purpose by the Presiding
Officer, it shall be disclosed that a quorum of the Senateis present;
and when a unanimous consent is thus given the same shall oper­
ate as the order of the Senate, but any unanimous consent may be
revoked by another unanimous consent granted in, the manner
prescribed above upon one day's notice.

RULEXm

RECONSIDERATION

l.Whenaque~tion has been decidedby theSenate,any Senator
voting with the prevailing side or who has not voted may, on the
same day or on .either of the next two days of actual session
thereafter, move a reconsideration; and if the Senate shall refuse
to reconsider such a motion entered, or if such a motion is with­
drawn by leave of the Senate" orif upon reconsideration the Senate
shall affirm its first decision, no further motion-to reconsider shall
be in orderurrless by unanimous consent. Every motion to reconsid­
er shall be decided bya majority vote, and may be laid on the table
without affecting the question in reference to which the same is
made, which shall. be a final disposition of the motion.

2. When a bill, resolution, report, amendment, order,or message,
upon which. a vote has been. taken" shall have gone out of the
possession of the Senate and been communicated to the House, of
Representatives, the motion to reconsider shall be accompanied by
a motion to request the House to-return the same; which last
motion shall be acted upon immediately, and without debate, and if
determined in the negative shall be, a final disposition of the
motion to reconsider.

RULE XIV

IULUl,' JOINT RESOLUTIONS, RESOLUTIONS," AND' PREAMBLES THERETO .

L Whenever a bill or joint resolution shall be offered; its intro­
duction shall; if objected to,be postponed for one day.

2. Every bill and joint resolution shall receive three readings
previous to its passage which readings on demand of any Senator
shall be on three different legislative days, and-the Presiding Offi­
cershall give notice at each reading whether it be the flrst.isecond,
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or third: Provided, That each reading may be by title only, unless
the Senate .inanycase shall.otherwise order.

3. No bill or joint resolution shall becommittedor amended until
it shall have been twice read, after which it may be referred to a
committee; bills .and jointresolutions-introdueed on leave, and bills
and .jcint .resolutions from .the House of Representatives, shall be
read once, and. may be read twice; if not objected to, on the same
day for reference, but shall not be considered on that day nor
debated, except for reference, unless by unanimous consent.

4. Every bill and joint resolution reported from a committee, not
having previously been read, shallbe read once, and twice, if not
objected to, on the same day, and placed on the Calendar in the
order in which the same may be reported; and every bill and joint
resolution introduced on leave, and every bill and joint resolution
of the House of Representatives which shall have received a first
and second reading without being referred to a committee, shall, if
objection be made to further proceeding thereon; be placed on the
Calendar. .

.5. All bills, amendments.rand joint resolutions shall be examined
under the supervision of the Secretary of-the Senate before they go
out of the possession of the Senate, and all bills .and jointresolu­
tions which shall have passed both Houses shall be examined
under the supervision of the Secretary of the Senate, to see that
the same are correctly enrolled; and, when signed by the Speaker
of the House and the President of the Senate, the Secretary of the
Senate .shall forthwith present the same, when they .shall have
originated in the Senate, to the'President of the United States and
report the fact and date of such presentation to the Senate.

6. All.other resolutions shall lie over one day for consideration,if
not referred, unless by unanimous consent-the Senate shall other­
wise direct. When objection is heard to the immediate considera­
tion of a resolution or motion when it is submitted, it shall be
placed on the Calendar under the heading of "Resolutions and
Motions over, under the Rule," to be laid before the Senate on the
next legislative day when there is no further morning business but
before the close ofmorning business and before the termination of
the morning hour.

7. When a bill or joint resolution shall-have been ordered to .. be
read a third time, it shall not be in order to propose amendments,
unless by unanimous consent; but.it shall be in order at any time
before the passage of any bill or resolution to move its commit­
ment; and when the bill or resolution shall again be reported from
the committee it shall be placed on,the Calendar. .

8. When a bill or resolution is accompanied by a preamble, the
question shall first be put on the bill.or resolution and then on the
preamble.iwhich may be withdrawn bya mover beforean amend­
ment of the same, or ordering of the yeas and nays; or it may be
laid on the, table without prejudice to the bill or resolution, and
shall be a final disposition of such preamble.

9. Whenever a private bill, except a bill for a. pension, is under
consideration, it shall be in order to movethe adoption of a resolu­
tion to refer the bill to the Chief Commissioner of the Court of
Claims fora report in conformity with section 2509 of title 28,
United States Code.
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10.:' No-private bill or resolution (including so-called omnibus
claims or pension bills), and no amendment to any bill or resolu­
tion; authorizing or directing (1) the payment of money for proper­
ty damages, personal injuries, or death, for which a claim may be
filed under chapter 171 of title 28, UnitedStates Code, or for a
pension (other than to carry out a provision ·of law or treaty
stipulation); (2) the construction of a bridge across a navigable
stream; or (3) the correctioll of a military or naval record, shall be
received or considered.

RULE XV

AMENDMENTS AND MOTIONS

1. AlL motions and amendments shall be reduced to writing, if
desired by the Presiding Officer or by any Senator, and shall be
read before the same shall be debated. .

2. Any motion, amendment, or resolution may be withdrawn or
modified by the mover at any time before a decision, amendment,
or ordering of the yeas and nays, except a motion to reconsider,
which shall not be withdrawn without leave.

3. If the question in debate contains several propositions, any
Senator may have the same divided, except a motion to strike out
and insert, which shall not be divided; but the rejection of a motion
to strike out and insert one proposition shall not prevent a motion
to strike out and insert a different proposition; nor shall it prevent
a motion simply to strike out; nor shall the rejection of a motion to
strike out prevent a motion to strikeout and insert. But pending a
motion to strike out and insert, the part to be stricken out and the
part. to be inserted shall each be regarded for the purpose of
amendment as a question; and motions to amend the part to be
strickenout shall have precedence.

4: When an amendment proposed to any pending measure is laid
on the table, it shall not carry with it, or prejudice, such measure.

5. It shall not be in order to. consider any proposed committee
amendment (other than a technical, Clerical; "I' conforming amend­
ment) which contains any significant matter not within the juris­
diction of the committee proposing such amendment.

RULE XVI

APPROPRIATIONS AND AMENDMENTS TO GENERAL APPROPRIATIONS

BILUl

1. On apoint of .order made by any Senator, no amendments
shall· be received to any general appropriation bill the effect of
which will be to increase an appropriation already contained in the
bill, or to add a new item of appropriation, unless it be made to
carry out the provisions of some existing law, or treaty stipulation,
or act or resolution previously passed by the Senate during that
session; or unless the same be moved by direction of the Committee
OIl Appropriations or of a committee of the Senate having Iegisla­
tive jurisdiction of the subject matter, or proposed in pursuance of
an estimate submitted in accordance with law.
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2. The Committee on Appropriations shall not report an appro­
priation bill containing amendments to such bill proposing new or
general legislaFollor any re~tr~ction..on the expenditure of the
funds appropriated which proposes a limitation not authorized by
law if such restriction is totake effect or cease to be effective upon
the happening of a,contingency,an~ if an appropriation bill is
reported .to the Senate containingamendments to such bill propo~­
ing .new or general legislation or any such restriction, a point of
order may be made against the bill, and if the. point is sustained,
the bill shall be recommitted to the Committee on Appropriations.

3. All amendments to generalappropriationbills moved by direc­
tion of a committee having legislative jurisdiction of thesubject
matter proposing toincrease an appropriation already contained in

RULE XXVI

COMMITTEE PROCEDURE

1. Each standing committee, including any subcommittee of any
such committee, is authorized to hold such hearings; to sit and act
at such times and places during the sessions,' recesses, and ad­
journed periods of the Senate, to require by subpena or otherwise
the attendance of such witnesses and the production of such corre­
spondence, books, papers, and documents, to take such testimony
and to make such expenditures (not in excess of $10,000 for each
committee during any Congress) as it deems advisable. Each such
committee may make investigations into any matter within its
jurisdiction, may report such' hearings as may be had by it, and
may employ stenographic assistance at a cost not exceeding the
amount prescribed by the Committee on Rules and Administra­
tion.' The expenses of the committee shall be paid from the contin­
gent fund of the Senate upon vouchers approved by thechairman.

2. Each committees shall adopt rules (not inconsistent with the
Rules of the Senate) governing the procedure of such committee;
The rules of each committee shall be published in the Congression­
al Record not later than March 1 of each year, except that if any .
such committee is established on or after February 1 of a year, the
rules of that committee during the year of establishment shall be
published in the Congressional Record not later than sixty days
after such establishment. An amendment to the rules of anysuch
committee shallbe published in the Congressional Record not later
than thirty days after the adoption of suchramendment.vlf the
Congressional Record is not published on the last day of any period
referred to above, such period shall be extended until the first day
thereafter on which it is published..

If,
within three calendar days after the filing of the request, the

If so requested by any committee,
the staff of the committee shall prepare for the use of the members
ofthe committee before each day of hearing before the committee a
digest of the statements which have been so filed by witnesses who
are to appear before the committee on that day.

(c) After the conclusion of each day of hearing, if so requested by
any committee, the staffshall prepare for the use of the members
of the committee a summary of the testimony given before the
c?mmittee on that day. After approval by the chairman and the
ranking minority member of the committee, each such summary
may be printed as a part of the committee hearings if such hear-
ings are ordered by the committee to be printed.. .

(d) Whenever any hearing is conducted by a committee (except
the Committee on Appropriations) upon any measure or matter,
the minority on the committee shall be entitled, upon request
made by a majority of the minority members to the chairman'
before the colllpletion of such hearing to call witnesses selected by
the minority to testify with respect to the measure or matter
during at least one day of hearing thereon.

(5) will disclose information relating to .the trade secrets of
financial or .commercial information pertaining. specifically to

, a given person if~ . .'.
(A) an Act of Congress requires the information to be

kept confidential by Government officers and employees;
or

(B) the information has' been obtained. by the Govern­
ment on a confidential basis, other than through an appli­
cation by such person for' a specific Government financial
or other benefit, and is required to be kept secret in order
to prevent undue injury to .the competitive position ofsuch
person; or -',

(6) may divulge matters requiredvto be kept confidential
under other provisions of law or Government regulations.

(c) Whenever any hearing conducted by any such committee or
subcommittee is open to the public, that hearing may be broadcast
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by radio or television, or both, under such rules as the committee
or subcommittee may adopt.

(d) Whenever disorder arises during a committee meeting that is
open to the public, or any demonstration of approval or disapproval
is indulged in by any person in attendance at any such meeting, it
shall be the duty of the Chair to enforce order on his own initiative
and without any point of order being made by a Senator. When the
Chair finds it necessary to maintain order, he shall have the power
to clear the room, and the committee may act in closed session for
so long as there is doubt of the assurance of order.

(e) Each committee shall prepare and keep a complete transcript
or electronic recording adequate to fully record the proceeding of
each meeting or conference whether or not such meeting or any
part thereof is closed under this paragraph, unless a majority of its
members vote to forgo such a record.

or parts of laws, the subject matter of which is within the legisla­
tive jurisdiction of that committee.

or pipes be brought into-the Chamber.

2.ltshiill be the duty of the Committee on Rules and Adminis­
tration to make all rules and regulations respecting such parts of
the Capitol, its passages and galleries, including the restaurant and
the Senate Office Buildings, as are or may be set apart for the use
of the Senate and its officers, to be enforced under the direction of
the Presiding Officer. The Committee shall make such regulations
respecting the reporters' galleries of the Senate, together with the
adjoining 'rooms and facilities, as will .confine their occupancy and
use to bona fide reporters of newspapers and periodicals, and of
news or press associations for daily news dissemination through
radio, television, wires, and cables" and similar media of transmis­
sion. These regulations shall so provide for the use .of such space
and facilities as fairly to distribute their use to all such media of
news dissemination.

For purposes of'this rule, the provisions of title I ofthe Ethics in
Government Act of 1978 shall be deemed to be a rule ofthe Senate
as it pertains to Members, officers,'and employees of the Senate.

RULE XXXV

GIFTS

1. (a) No Member, officer, or employee of the Senate, or .the
spouse or dependent thereof, shall knowingly accept, directly or
indirectly, any gift or gifts having an, aggregate value exceeding
$100 during a calendar year directly or indirectly from any person,
organization, or corporation having a direct interest in legislation
before the Congress or from any foreign national unless, in an
unusual case, a waiver is granted, by the Select Committee on
Ethics. In determining whether an individual has accepted any gift
or gifts having an aggregate value exceeding $100 during a calen­
dar year fr~m l\ny person, organization, or corporation, there may
be deducted the aggregate value of gifts (other than gifts described
in subparagraph (c)) given by such individual to such person, orga­
nization, or corporation during that calendar year.

(b) For purposes of subparagraph (a), only the following shall be
deemed to have a direct interest in legislation before the Congress:

(1) a person, organization, or corporation registered under
the Federal Regulation of Lobbying Act of 1946, or all'y succes­
sor statute, a person who is an officer or director of such a
registered lobbyist, or a' person who has been employed or
retained by such a registered lobbyist for the purpose of influ­
encing legislation before the Congress; or

(2) a corporation, labor organization, or other organization
which maintains a separate segregated fund for political pur­
poses (within the mel\ning of Section 321 of the Federal Elec­
tion Campaign Act of1971 (2 U.S.C. 441b)), a person who is an
officer or director of suchcorporation, labor organization, Or
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other organization,' or a person who has been employed, or
retained by such corporation, labor organization, or other orga­
nization for the purpose of influencing legislation before the
Congress,

Mutual Security Act of 1954 (22 U.S.C. 1754(b» for any
expense for which the individual has received reimbursement from
any other source; nor may such Member, officer, or employee re­
ceive reimbursement for the same expense more than once from
the United States Government.

Such registration shall
be made by filing with the Secretary a copy of the matter mailed
and providing, on a form supplied by the Secretary, a description of
the group or groups of persons to whom the mass mailing was

(b) The Secretary of the Senate shall' promptly make available
for public inspection and copying a copy of the mail matter regis­
tered, and a description of the group or groups of persons to whom
the mass mailing was mailed.. .

by the Committee on Rules and Administration, or (c). to produce
mailing labels for mass mailings, or computer tapes and discs, for
use other than in service facilities maintained and operated by the
Senate or under contract to the Senate: The .Committee on Rules
and Administration shall prescribe such regulations notinconsist­
ent with the purposes' of this paragraph as it- determines necessary.
to carry out such purposes.

1. No officer or employee ofthe Senate may receive, solicit, be a
custodian of, or distribute any funds in connection with any cam­
paign for the ·nomination for election, or the. election, of any indi­
vidual to be a Member of the Senate or to any other Federal office.
This prohibition does not apply to two assistants to a Senator, at
least one of whom is in Washington, District of Columbia, who
have been designated by that Senator to perform any of the func­
tions described in the first sentence of this paragraph and who are
compensated at an annual rate in excess of.$10, if such designation
has been made in writing and filed .with the Secretary of the
Senate and if each such assistant files a financial statement in the
form provided under rule XXXIV for each year during which he is
designated under this rule. The Secretary of the Senate shall make
the designation available for public .inspection,

2. For purposes of the Senate Code of OfficialConduct-
(a) an employee ·of the Senate includes any employee whose

salary is disbursed by the Secretary of the Senate; and
(b) the compensation of an officer or employee of the Senate

who is a reemployed annuitant shall include amounts received
by such officer or employee as an annuity, and such amounts
shall be treated as disbursed by the Secretary of the Senate.

3. Before approving the utilization. by any committee of the
Senate of the services of an officer or employee of the Government
in accordance with paragraph 2(d) of rule XXVII or with an au­
thorization provided by Senate resolution, the Committee on Rules
and Administration. shall require such officer or employee to agree
in writing to comply with the Senate Code of Official Conduct in
the same manner and to the same extent as an employee of the
Senate. Any such officer or employee shall, for purposes of such
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Code, be treated as an employee of the Senate receiving compensa­
tiondisbursed.by the Secretary ofthe Senate in an 'amount equal
to the amount of compensation he is receiving as arrofficer or
employee of the Government; ,

4. No Member,officer,oremployee,ofthe Senate shall utilize the
full-time services of an individual for' more than ninety days in a
calendar year in the conduct of official duties of any committee or
office ofthe Senate (including a Member's office) unless such Indi­
vidual-e-

(a) is an officer or employee of the Senate,
(b) is an officer or employee of the Government (other than

the Senate), or '
(c) agrees in writing to comply with the Senate Code of

Official Conduct in the same manner and to the same extent
as an employee of the Senate.

Any individual to whom subparagraph (c) applies shall, for pur-'
poses of such .Code, be treated as an employee of the Senate receiv­
ing compensation disbursed -by the Secretary 'of the Senate in' an
amount equal to the amount of compensation which such individu­
al is receiving from any source for performing such services.

5. In exceptional circumstances for good cause shown, the Select
Committee on Ethics may waive the applicability of any provision
of the Senate Code of Official Conduct to an employee hired on a
per diem basis. ,,

6. (a) The supervisor of an individual who performs services for
any Member, committee, or office of the Senate for a period in
excess of four weeks and Who receives compensation therefor from
any source other than the United States Government shall report
to the Select Committee on Ethics with respect to the utilization of
the services of such individual.

(b) A report under subparagraph (a) shall be made with respect
to an individual-

(1) when such,' individual begins performing ", services de­
scribed ill such subparagraph;

(2), at the close of each calendar quarter while such individu­
al is performing such services; and ", ,

(3) when such individual ceases to perform such services.
Each such report shall include the identity of the source of the
compensation received by such individual and the amount or rate
of compensation paid by such source.

(c) No report shall be required under subparagraph (a) with
respect to an individual who normally performs services for a
Member, committee, or office for less than eight hours a week.

(d) For purposes of this paragraph, the supervisor of an individu­
al shall be determined under paragraph 11 ofrule XXXVII.
