~ The Act provides fo Universities and Small Bugsinesses
the right to ownership to inventions made under substantially all feder-
ally supported research and development grants and contracts subject
to some limited conditions, not considered onerous, for example, a
royalty-free license to the Government. Federal Research and Devel -
opment grants and contracts now amount io agn}groximatel 27 pillion
dollars annually or over 60 per cent of all R&D conducted in the Country.

, We believe that passage of the Act will serve the {)urposes
of our members in a number of ways. Most obvious, the Act will make
it more attractive to compete for federal R&D coniracts by permittin
ownerships of re sulting inventions which build on your existing capabili~
ties and background infellectual property. The Act may lead 1o increased

- ehoperation between small business and Universities to resist gavern-

ment regulation which is undermining our ability to introduce neyzv prod-
