2) File a response without amending the claims_bof

overcome the prior art but rebutting the prior art rejection

3) Refile the application as a coﬁtinuation with new
claims (if necessary) to distinguish the invention from the jcited

prior art; or

4) Abandon the_inventibn in the U.S.A.
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In this case, we recommend pursuing option 2), as we
believe the formal matters in the first paragraph of the Action

can be easily resolved and because we believe the rejection bn

prior art is not justified.
A shortened statutory period for respohse has beenQSet
to expire in three months, i.e. thé last day of the term will be
*, unless the term is extended upoﬁ petition and payment of aﬁ
appropriate late fee. As is usual in the case of final
rejections, we recommend that if ybu wish to proceed, the
response should be filed within only two months, namely by 3.'
