As you know, there is a great deal of concern both in the Congress and
in the Executive branch over the continuing sltmiP in American prodUctiVity and
innovation. Experts have consistently said that one of the greatest qal'riers
to this effort is the ever-increasing paperwork burden that the gove1ill1'¢nt
places on our inventors. President Carter has pledged that he will do ¢very-
thing in his pqwer to cut through this mass of red tape. .

It is in this regard that I am writing to you orithe time and effort
reports contemplated by OMBCircular A~2L Thesereports attempt to substan­
tiate research costs at universities. As this proposal now stands it repre­
sents precisely the kind of paperwork requirement that has proven to be so
deadly to the creative spirit. These reports place a tremendous paperwork

burden on university researchers to evaluate their efforts in ways that experts
have told me simply cannot be made with any degree of precision. I predict
that if this Circular goes into effect in its present form it will ultimately
waste. valuable time. both at QUI' universities and at(l.lB.
