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The President also supports the retention of patent
ownership by small businesses and universities, the
prime thrust of legislation now in the Congress, in
recognition of their special place in our society.
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It is suggested that you utilize the stated initiatives of the Admin­
istration to help your Congressmen and Senators to support
S. 414 and H. R. 2414 because of the obvious recognition, after
many years of dialogue, that universities and small businesses
have a special place in. our society.

Also enclosed you will find an address by Dr. Saxon, President'
of the University of California, which he gave at a recent Licensing
Executives Society meeting. We think you will find this address
to be good reading.
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
