MThe General Counsel' s decision to intervene in the 'allocation of paten t rights " 

is i n clear violation of the Department of Health, Education.and Welfare's regulati ons .-
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governi ng patent activities," he said. "According to Chapter 1-901 of the OOEW Organi- - ;~-

zationa l Manua l, 'The Assistant Secretary for Health is responsible for evaluation 

and development of current patent policy, and makes the determination of rights in 

inventions and patents involving important policy considerations. 

"It 1s abundantly clear that the Assistant Secretary for Health, who serves 

as the chairman of HEW's Patent Boa rd, is de l egated the autho rity for allocation ,of patent 

rights ' • . The General -Counsel 's ass umption of this authority effectively ' undercuts 

the Assistant Secretary for Health and is totally contrary to OOEW re9ulations."
