2. What do Robertson v. General Electric Co. p.66) and
General Motors Corp. v. Ignacio Lopez de Arriortua (p.
71) reveal about the extent to which the Paris Convention is
self-executing in the U.S.?

3. What is the core principle of the case of Vaudable v.
Montmartre., Inc. (Casebook p. 92)? How similar is it to
the principles articulated in Article 16(3) TRIPS
Agreement (Casebook, p. 195) and in what ways, if any,
does it differ from that provision?
