Cannon, to be printed under the super-
vision of the author and to be distributed to
Members by the Speaker,

Sec. 2. That, notwithstanding any pro-
vision of the copyright laws and regulations
with respect to publications in the public
domain, Cannon’s Procedure in the House
of Representatives shall be subject to copy-
right by the author thereof.
