Mr. MANSF?ELD. Mr. President, I ask 
unanimous consent to have printed in 
the RECORDan excerpt from the report 
(No. 91-233), explaining the purposes of 
the joint resolution. 

There being no objection, the excerpt 

as  follows: 
PURPOSE 

Senate Joint Resolution Qp authorizes the 
Secretary of State and the Secretary of Com-
merce. In consultation wlth other Interested 
partles, to arrange to convene an interna-
tional conference to negotiate a Patent Co- 
operatlon Treaty and further authorizes the 
approprlatlon of 4175,000 for thls purpose. 

BACKGROUND 

As a result of US. Inltiatlve, a n  interna- 
tlonal study to flnd means of slmpllfying 
the issuance of patents for any glven inven- 
tion In other countrles was begun In 1966 and 
the draftlng of a patent cooperation treaty 
started in 1967. According to the executive 
branch thls process has now evolved to the 
polnt where it Is feasible to plan an Inter-
national conference In 1970 hopefully to con-
clude a flnal treaty on patent cooperation. 

The executive branch feels that fm a 
variety of reasons the Unlted States should 
host thls conference: (1) 0.6. initiative 
started the process: (2) U.S. nationals file 
more patent appllcatlons abroad than the 
nationals of any other countries; and (3) 
the Unlted States has not hosted a wnfer-
ence in the industrial property fleld slnce 
1911. Moreover, it can be expected that  the 
delegations of 40 to 45 countrles, plus inter- 
ested lnternatlonal intergovernmental and 
nongovernmental organizations will, while ln 
the United States, spend an amount equal to 
or more than the $175,000 provlded in Senate 
Joint Resolutlon 90, thus provldlng a bal-
ance-of-payments benefit to the Unlted 
States. 

For the budgetary reasons, I t  has become 
the practlce of the Department of State to re- 
quest special legislation In the case or major 
diplornatlc conferences to be hosted by the 
United States, rather than fundlng these 
from its appropriation for lnternatlonal con- 
ferences and contlngencles. Precedents, to-
gether with the amounts authorlzed, lnclude 
the 11th World Health Assembly, 1958, 
($400.000). the Mfth NATO Parllarnentarians 
Conference. 1959 ($1M),000). the World Food 
Congress. 1963 ($300,000), the 22d World 
Health Asaembly, 1969 @500.000), and the 
Water for Peace Confyrence. 1967 ($900,000). 

The text of Senate Jolnt Resolutlon 90 cor- 
responds to that of Publlc Law 89-799 which 
authorized the Water for Peace Conference. 

COLIMFITEE ACTION AND RECOMMENDARON 

The proposed legislatlon was submitted by 
the Department of State by letter dated Jan- 
uary 16, 1969, and referred to the Commlttee 
on Forelgn Relations on January 21. On 
March 17 a further letter was recelved re- 
mlmlng the Department's interest in this 
legislation and Bccordingly It was Introduced 
by Senator FWbrlght (by request) on April 3. 

On May 27, the committee held a public 
hearlng which k printed In the appendlx for 

, , the information Of the Senate. Representa- 

was ordered to be printed in the RECORD, question. The cormnittee was told that such 

tlves of the Departments of S h t e  and Corn-
meroe were witnesses supportlug the reso-
lution. One witness, Mr. Leonard J. Robbins, 
speaking for hlmself, appeared in opposition 
to the proposed treaty and therefore the wn- 
ference. The ccrmmittee also recelved favor- 
able w n u n u n l ~ t l o n s  from Senator John L. 
McClellan, chalrman of the Subcommittee on 
Patents, Trademarks, and Copyrights of the 
Judldary Committee and from the Chamber 
of Commerce of the Unlted States. 

On June 10, sfter wnsldering the testl-
mony, the committee ordered Senate Jolnt 
Resolutlon 90 reported favorably to the Sen- 
ate. The committee stresses Mat the Senate 
Is not belng asked to pas  on the draft treaty 
a t  thls tlme. No Uraft treaty k before the 
Senate. I f  e treaty should be concluded a t  
the proposed conference It  wl11 come before 
the Senata in due course and will then be 
judged on I t s  own merlts.
