The Committee on the Judiciary, to which was referred the bill
(S. 810) to renew and extend for an additional 14 years a certain design
patent numbered 29,611, which is the insignia of the United Daughters
of the Confederacy, having considered the same, reports favorably
thereon without amendment and recommends that the bill do pass.

PURPOSKE

The purpose of S. 810 is to grant a 14-year extension of a certain
design patent first issued by the U.S. Patent Office on November 8,
1898, which is the insignia of the United Daughters of the Confeder-
acy.

STATEMENT
